Mazkirut Meeting:  (from Shulamit, 21st March, 2016)

· Road barriers between Lower Tzameret and the Hod region:  these are for the safety of the children in this area.  It is advised that only residents of this area be allowed to use this road; others should park on both sides of the barriers.  If there is any problem, contact Dotan.
· Reserve Fund:  Two members of the Mazkirut were appointed to head this fund, Irit Mor and Yitzchak Peleg.

· The suggestion to combine the Human Resources and the Nominations Committee was discussed and the decision of the Mazkirut to be brought to the General Meeting.

· Grants allocated to Young Generation members:

1. Vacation and illness: the present custom to continue, i.e. this time not included in the grant.
2. The existing protocol should be revised.
3. Payment could be decided on by work hours.  Our agricultural partners demand that work coupons be allocated to the workers – to be checked with the Agricultural Concern - if wages be given according to a taxed amount and not by wage coupons.
4. Discussions to be continued.

Economic Council:  (from Yossi Baavur, 11th April, 2016)

Maagan Eden: 60% occupation – 65% in 2015.  Profit in 2015 NIS 7,000,000 (planned NIS 5,300,000), NIS 6,500,000 in 2014.  Yizreel received NIS 800,000, being 15% ownership.

Agriculture: including Yizreel Field Crops (Yizreel, Merchavia and Kfar Hahoresh) and Gilboa Almonds (Yizreel, Bet Alfa).

Income 2015: NIS 24,500,000 (NIS 25,100,000 in 2014) Reason is natural damage, including rainfall during the flowering period.

Plans for 2016:

· Increased profit  -  NIS 4,000,000
· Transferring NIS 2,850,000 to partners

· Releasing money owed by NIS 500,000

· Searching for new agricultural activities

· New plantings of olives and almond trees

· Improving and changing feeding system in the dairy

· Improving poultry brands

· Changing asbestos roofing in the water branch

· Improving operational profits to NIS 6,200,000  (Kfar Hahoresh, Yizreel)
· Increasing a clear profit to NIS 2,280,000 (Gilboa Almonds)

Tamuz: (Yizreel's share – 11.25%) Earnings: NIS 54,000,000 (NIS 37,000,000 in 2014).  Profit: NIS 2,100,000 (NIS 675,000 in 2014)
Garage: Earnings: NIS 2,100,000 (same as 2014) Profit: NIS 295,000 (NIS 272,000 in 2014)

Yizreel Holdings Management:

· Discussion regarding Tnuva shares.
· An amount of NIS 3,240,000 has been passed over as dividend from Maytronics.
· Maytronics: Sales 2015: NIS 471,000,000 being 15% more than 2014.  
Profit: NIS 198,000,000, 42% as opposed to 45% in 2014.
The new store room is activated.

The new assembly line at Moshav Dalton increases the number of  chaverim working in Maytronics.

"My Two Lives" (from Dina Bookman)
Our friends, Johnnie and Thea Weiss, recently visited Israel and our kibbutz.  At an emotional ceremony, they presented a book "My Two Lives" to Yad V'Shem.

This book deals with Lottie Weiss (Johnnie and Gary's mother), born in Bratislava, Czechoslovakia, and growing up in a loving family of eight, parents and children. In 1942, Lottie was taken by force, together with her two sisters, to Aushwitz.  After three months, the rest of the family was taken there as well.  Only Lottie survived.

Her artist daughter-in-law prepared an impressive exhibition based on Lottie's life story.  A painting from this exhibition, and the book, were presented to Yad V'Shem.

A copy of the book is to be found in our library, a gift from Johnnie and Thea Weiss.  Our thanks to them.

Concert at the Ein Harod Museum and auditorium:
A large number of chaverim and many from the Yizreel Valley, were present at an unforgettable performance of our Amit Peled, playing the cello once belonging to the famous Pablo Casals.
