MAZKIRUT MEETING    26/4/2021
1. The Mazkirut discussed the recommendations of the Finance Committee in regard to the allocation of money from the sale of shares. The committee recommended that the money be allocated to our Holdings, community investments, and to the members. The Mazkirut accepted the recommendations with small changes. After another meeting with the Holdings, it will be brought to the General Meeting.
2. Consultations Committee: Participation in the cost of Children’s Consultations.
The committee requested that parents participate in the cost of consultations because they feel that parents need to take responsibility and  be part of the process. The parents share in the cost will be token participation. Till now, the parents paid for the consultations and later were reimbursed. After a discussion it was decided unanimously to allow the committee to take a token charge for consultations from parents according to the considerations of the committee.
3. Location of Seniors’ Moadon and Work Center; 
a) The nursing home will cease its function immediately. Three rooms in the building will be kept for the use by chaverim if the need arises. The Think Tank appointed by the Mazkirut together with Aviva Beutler will examine the needs and the options for the elderly on Yizre’el. The nursing home building will be part of the solution for a moadon.
b) Work Center (“Aurbria”): A place has been found for this work center in Amen’s old studio, in the bottom part of  the lower “rakevet”. The Building Branch will do a quick renovation of the place with the hope that the center can be opened as soon as possible.

A committee has been formed to advise the Head of the Food Branch in management strategies and in matters concerning the Food 
Branch. The members of the committee are as follows:
Ilana Peleg, Shlomo Cohen, Tamar Senker, Oren Broadhurst, Phil Adler, Kobi Levi, Erez Peleg (Community Manager) and Itzik Shechter. 
Future Subjects for Discussion: Becoming acquainted with the work programs of the branch, acquainted with the organizational structure, problems in operation of the branch, renovation, distribution of food and other subjects that come up from the committee or the kibbutz. 
Two new food warmers have been bought and the  “ekonomia” is being renovated. 
MAZKIRUT MEETING    3/5/2021
1. Interior Comptroller on security: The comptroller gave his report in July 2020 whereby he expressed satisfaction with security on  the kibbutz. In general, the kibbutz is responsibly secure, there is a need to control the gates in the outer fence and to improve other matters mentioned in the report.
It was decided that the Security Committee together with Erez discuss the recommendations in the report and bring their conclusions to the Mazkirut within 3 months.
2. Thoughts on permanent housing solutions for families with 4 children: 
There are 8 families that have 4 children living at home. The kibbutz has decided that in the new housing projects the houses will be 120 sqm and in the older neighborhoods, houses can be enlarged to 120 sqm by closing in porches. The Building and Planning Committees are working on regulations for closing porches. 
It was decided that the Mazkirut stands by the decision to keep the size of apartments at 120 sqm. After regulations for closing porches have been finalized, the families with 4 children living at home, will be interviewed and asked how solutions can be found in order to improve their living conditions.
   CONSULTATION COMMITTEE for CHILDREN
The committee promotes and encourages parents to seek help/support for children with emotional needs. All children who need help are eligible to receive it if the parent, together with educational bodies, request this help. There is no limit on the number of appointments needed. The cost of consultations is steadily going up while the budget is constantly diminishing. The parents are asked to participate in the cost - 30 shekel per session. Consultations that are subsidized by Kupat Holim will be fully reimbursed.
