From the Mazkira: 
On the 26th January, 2017, a discussion took place in the Supreme Court concerning the application of Yuval Nanikashvili to resume his position as a member of Kibbutz Yizreel.  His application was not accepted by the Court; Yuval cannot return to the court for a further decision, and was fined NIS 15,000 costs.

Eitan Morag has finalized his position as Mazkir of Kibbutz Yizreel; as a result of dis-satisfaction and differences of opinion regarding decisions made.

Eight families from the Nof neighbourhood (the first batch) are soon to vacate their units in order to carry out renovations and enlargements which will last four years.  The families will move into temporary  housing situated across the kibbutz.
