Barmitzvah:

Electricity News:  (from Alon Reuveni)

· Thursday, July 28th:  The electrical boards of homes and branches will be checked.

· Friday, July 29th:  Electricity cuts affecting the dairy, fish branch, poultry houses, Tamuz, the new Maytronics storeroom, the packing shed and the main entry gate.  The generator will supply electricity to the poultry and fish branches.

· Sunday, July 31st:  Installing new electric light poles from the "drum" shelter up to Partnership House; no street lighting in this area for four days.

It is not possible to use the account number of the kibbutz for credit card purchases. The cards will be cancelled when reaching the bank.

Mazkirut Meeting:  (from Eitan, 11th July, 2016)

· Tali Greenberg and family will be staying with Stella and Akiva for a period of one month, celebrating Noam's barmitzva.

· The Community Planner, Eliav Preiss, is to continue on Yizreel.   However it was decided to suggest other names for this position.  Possible candidates to be discussed by a special committee and to be decided on by the General Meeting.

· Demographic forecast to be discussed with Shimon Zelas, who has been dealing with this matter for many years.
· Michal Gever and Yishai Levi with Karin Brustein and Ori Eilon to be voted in as candidates for membership of Kibbutz Yizreel.

Housing Committee:
A new procedure needed regarding moving to better and bigger housing; to be discussed at the General Meeting.

The Housing Committee maintains the right to decide in certain situations and/or special cases e.g. health and rehabilitation problems needing special conditions, with the cooperation of the Mazkir.

Dining room Catering:

Solutions needed by a certain number of chaverim; a committee of eight including four members of the Mazkirut, Eitan, Uri Gilad, Tzahi and Ilan Sadur, and four community representatives.

Settlement Plan:

Yizreel is now in the process of completion of a broad programme of renovating old houses and plans for new housing units.  We need a professional person who can observe the wide picture and who understands the needs of the chaverim, and the needs of the community – to present to the community alternatives for a general plan, a Master Plan.

We need:

· A town planner/qualified architect with a knowledge and understanding of kibbutz.

· Previous experience and at least 5 years experience of kibbutz planning.

· Those interested are invited to forward c.v. by 5th August, 2016.

Yizreel Management:  (from Idit, 12th July, 2016)
· Eastern Neighborhood:  David Elchaniti, Planning Manager, is now working on a plan for paths, roads, lighting, sewage and drainage.

· Nof Neighborhood:  Dealing with the problem of dampness – a sealing contractor is working with the garden branch and supervised by the Kibbutz Management.

Planning access roads, and enlarging and renovating of the housing of this area.

Yitzchak Peleg is the kibbutz contact between the contractors and the chaverim.

· Parents' Housing:  A plan in process to improve and add to the paths in this area.

· Sadot Neighbourhood: The framework of the four new apartments is complete, inside walls now being erected, and waiting for electric installations.

· Repairs to the older houses are continuing – nine have been completed; houses with serious problems are being tackled first.

Strange questions and answers, cont.:
Q.  In golf, where did the term "caddie" come from?

A.  When Mary, Queen of Scots, went to France as a young girl, Louis, King of France, learned that she loved the Scots game 'golf'.  So he had the first course outside of Scotland built for her enjoyment.  To make sure she was properly chaperoned (and guarded) while she played, Louis hired cadets from a military school to accompany her.  Mary like this a lot and when she returned to Scotland (not a very good idea in the long run), she took the practice with her.  In French, the word cadet is pronounced 'ca-day' and the Scots changed it to 'caddie'.

Q.  Why are many coin banks shaped like pigs?
A.  Long ago, dishes and cookware in Europe were made of a dense, orange clay, called 'pygg'.  When people saved coins in jars made of this clay, the jars became known as 'pygg banks'.  When an English potter misunderstood the word, he made a container that resembled a pig.  And it caught on.

Q. Why do dimes, quarters and half dollars have notches (milling), while pennies and nickels do not?

A.  The US Mint began putting notches on the edges of coins containing gold and silver to discourage holders from shaving off small quantities of the precious metals.  Dimes, quarters and half dollars are notched because they used to contain silver.  Pennies and nickels aren't notched, because the metals they contain are not valuable enough to shave.
10 Strange common sayings, and how they originated:
1. "Scot free"
Many people think that this saying refers to Scottish people being tight with money, hence something being free, but in fact the word "scot" is an old Norse word which means "payment" – specifically payment made to a landlord or sherrif.  So this phrase – while meaning what most people think it means, has no connection to the Scottish people.  It just means to get off without having to pay.
