Executive Committee Meeting Report - 7.2.2024
Present: Jeremy Perling, Avner Alterlevi, Natalie Zinenko, Ron Cohen, Sigal Hadar, Tzachi Tsfadiya, Adi Goldstein Ilan, Yifat Assaf
On the agenda -
1. Discussion re the process of preparing the profit distribution key - Maor presented a request that the executive committee authorise the finance committee to manage and lead the process. In the past, the process took place with the participation of many public representatives, which sometimes led to a power struggle. The idea is to have a calm and collected professional process led by an economic entity under the responsibility of the management committee and to finally bring it for approval of the Asefa.
Resolved: The Executive Committee authorises the Finance Committee to manage the profit key process and prepare a proposal for the Executive Committee and the Asefa.
2. Discussion of the community budget, in preparation for the Economic council meeting- Erez presented the process of building the budget and the economic reality, which we have found ourselves in, since the middle of 2023, (which greatly affects the work plan). The decision, that the sources of the community are mainly based on income from the work of members, is less appropriate for our lives today, for a variety of reasons. Already in the first half of 2023, the management recognised that a gap was expected and we made the first step towards reduction and efficiency. From September, a "bottom-up" process began - the managers of the branches were instructed to prepare work plans based on the reduced budget, and were instructed to reduce as much as possible. After the plans were submitted, it was understood that there was a gap of NIS 7 million between the sources and the needs in the budget framework. At this stage, the managers were instructed to reduce another 10% and to present the implications of the budget cut to the community management. The community management managed to make a large and significant reduction of NIS 3 million, and reduced the gap. There is still a gap of 4 million NIS. At the end of an involved process that lasted over four months, the community's management feels that the options for cutting the community's budgets have been exhausted, and asks the management committee to discuss approving a solution that will bridge the community's resources problem in 2024, until a solution is found as part of the 2025 key discussions.
Decision: a. The Executive Committee approves bringing the budget as presented to the Economic Council for approval. B. Our proposal for dealing with the deficit of 4 million NIS is to take a "bridging loan", and a recommendation to the Economic Council, when opening the profit key, to find a permanent solution to the issue of the gap, with the understanding that the shape of our lives has changed, and we decided to pay off the current loan before anything else.
4. Maor recommended taking the following loans: 
- NIS 5.5 million to finance 30% of the housing investments in 2024
- 500,000 NIS to finance the purchase of new vehicles.
A total of 6 million NIS in new loans. At the end of 2024 - NIS the loan debt of the community will be 14 million shekels.
Decision: to authorise the community to take out loans amounting to 6 million NIS in 2024 and authorise the authorised signatories to sign every document and open bank accounts for the purpose of implementing the decision.
6. Miscellaneous - Jeremy reported on two legal proceedings that are currently underway against the kibbutz and its office bearers (past and present) -
A. Assael Mor's financial claim against Ariel Brin Dolinko, Yifat Assaf and Robin Ogen continues. The trial was slightly postponed due to the war and is expected to take place next month.
B. The Nanikashvili family is suing the kibbutz and officials for an improper procedure of removing Zivit from membership. The trial is scheduled for 22/2/24.

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Asefa Report - 12.2.24
Chairman of the meeting: Eddie Solow
Asefa Secretary: Shlomo Cohen
Present at the meeting, on Zoom and on channel 900: 40 kibbutz members
Agenda: Use of work bonus funds to cover war expenses.
 Erez introduced the topic. Background - At the meeting of the community's management on 28.1.24 it was decided to recommend to the asefa to transfer 70% of the 2023 work bonus funds to cover the war expenses, and to transfer 30% to the members' allowances.
 After the meeting, a proposal came from the social project team itself, which suggested to transfer 100% of the work bonus to cover the war expenses (which allows partial coverage also for the expected war expenses in '24).
 Erez presented the expenses of the war, including expenses for hosting evacuees, upkeep and repairs of houses for evacuees, laundry, guarding, equipment, vehicles, electricity, reinforced bomb protection structures, emergency equipment, defense positions, training and equipping the standby team and improving the kibbutz fencing. A total of NIS 727,000
Amir Armoza presented the team's proposal. It is clear that the war continues and there will be many additional expenses in 2024. It is appropriate to have at least a partial resource for these expenses.
The question was asked, why the management did not adopt the team's proposal. Yifat replied that the members themselves had quite a few war expenses, and the community management believed that it was appropriate to allow the members to receive a portion of the amount for this purpose. Talia Arad added that there was concern in the community management that if they proposed 100% to cover the war expenses, the proposal, as a whole, might fall. The sum in question is about NIS 1,400 per member. Adi Goldstein Ilan stated that it is not a large amount for the members, but it is a significant amount for the community for the war expenses.
  At the end of the meeting, a vote was held in the Kehilanet-
- In favour of the community management proposal - 72 votes (to transfer 70% of the 2023-work bonus money, to cover the war expenses,
and to transfer 30% to the members' allowances).
- In favour of the team's proposal - 57 votes (to transfer 100% of the work bonus to cover the war expenses).
- Abstentions - 3.

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From the Staffing Committee Desk
Many thanks to all who take part in the kibbutz committees.
We have a number of committees that need coordinators and new members and we will be happy to hear from the public:
1. Audit committee: Reut Shaliv has completed a 3-year term in the committee's coordinator and agreed to continue for another year. Thanks to Reut for her willingness to continue. Thanks also to Milton Kaplan who is finishing his term. A committee member is required in his place.
2. Education Committee: Momi Cohen announced his resignation as the coordinator of the Education Committee. Shlomo Kamilian is also asking to leave the committee after many years of service. Thanks to Momi and Shlomo. A coordinator and a committee member are required.
3. Security Committee: Alon ended his tenure, and Dotan Savir also wishes to terminate his tenure. We thank Alon Reuven and Dotan Savir. A committee coordinator and member are needed.
4. Public representative on the Community Management Committee: We are currently carrying out a structural change, according to which the Third Age Cluster, under the management of Inbal Adler, will be subordinate to the Health and Welfare Cluster. Therefore, Talia Arad, manager of the Health and Welfare Cluster, will also represent the “Third Age” in the community management. This situation frees Inbal Adler from the Community Management Committee and makes room for another public representative. We thank Inbal Adler for her participation in the management of the community, and we are looking for a replacement public representative. Preference for a member with an affinity for the financial field/budgetary understanding.
5. Chairman of the asefa: Eddie Solow ends his term as chairman of the meeting. We thank Eddie Solow for running the meetings and we are looking for a replacement.
6. Residents Committee: a new committee is being established, following the newly approved residency procedure. The new resident committee needs a committee coordinator and 3 committee members.
Position definition - Residents' Committee
• The committee assists the kibbutz secretary in all matters concerning the residents of the kibbutz.
Areas of responsibility, authority and activity:
• Responsibility for the implementation and enforcement of the residency procedure approved by the asefa.
• Responsibility for ongoing contact with the residents and an place for resident enquiries.
In cases not covered by the residency procedure, the committee has the authority to exercise discretion and make recommendations to the community management for a decision.
Election rules and term tenure: The committee will have 4 members, including the committee coordinator. All members are public representatives. The committee will be recommended by the committee staffing committee and will be elected by the asefa for 4 years.
Position in the organisational system: The committee reports to the kibbutz secretary.
General:
We remind you that the duration of terms of office on all kibbutz committees is 4 years.

It's already a tradition. Kibbutz Yizrael goes down South to help the farmers with the picking and on the way, we recharge our batteries with all kinds of meaningful activities.
This time the Sportiyulim Committee introduced a refreshing change. Departure on Thursday at noon and return on Friday evening in time for Shabbat. Apparently, this format is successful, because 34 kibbutz members and evacuee guests went on the trip. The addition of our guests added a uniqueness to the event.
[image: ]If I thought I'd be the oldest one in the group, I'm was not. Once again, the kibbutz veterans did not let the firm down. Nitzan, Mavis, Stella, Akiva, Hamutal, Izzy, Barry, Milton, Amos, and me, represented the third generation with honour.
This time we slept on the farm of Dandan Bolatin. We got to know the place on the first volunteer trip, a month ago and we were thrilled. We regretted not being able to sleep there then... but we should not have despaired. The indefatigable Zohar made sure we went back to sleep there this time.
[image: ]We arrived in the late afternoon. The sun colored the sands and the wadi a golden hue. After weeks of rain, the air was clear and the vegetation that had grown miraculously since the first visit, excited us.
We went on a tour of the place, to visit the animals at Dandan's Wildlife Rescue Farm. (See the article from the previous trip) We walked in the wadi and saw the views. I hope that the editor will agree to include some photos so that you too can enjoy the beauty. If you happen to be reading these words in black and white, in a “hard copy” (despite the pipe dreams of the members of the community management) I recommend switching to a computer, to at least see the pictures in colour.
I will skip the usual praise for the food. The food is always excellent on "Sportiyulim" trips. Once again, the organisers did not disappoint us in the culinary department.
[image: ]That night we gathered to hear a “show” given by Dandan, about the research he did over 4 years, among the indigenous tribes in the rainforests of Ecuador. I chose the word "show" advisedly because the man is a genius, actor and entertainer and so interesting. Despite the freezing cold, exhaustion and full stomach, we enjoyed every word. Dandan, of course, was wearing summer clothes despite the cold... the man is a legend...
After the lecture, we spread out mattresses, closed a curtain, turned on the heating and went to sleep. I admit that I deferred the company of my friends, this time, and slept alone in a tent on the edge of the wadi, far from the snoring and snorting.
Friday morning, we made sandwiches, ate breakfast, and went to moshav Kfar Maimon to “save the homeland”.
Shlomo, the farmer, was waiting for us, with an orchard of lemon trees full of fruit, waiting to be picked. All at once I was fifty years younger, back to the days of “giyusim”  (call up work) in our orchard on the other side of road 65... remember? The years disappeared, and once again I was a strong handsome young man. Nostalgia!!!
I immediately started to explain to the young people who only know fruit from the kolbo, how to pick it from the tree. Apparently, my explanations were understood because at the end of the morning there were over ten crates full of fruit and an empty orchard (apart from the fruits on the tree tops. They will have to bring a group of tall young people to complete the task.).
At the end, Shlomo the farmer, stood in front of us, satisfied and emotional and thanked us:
"The pleasure was mine. It is encouraging to know that I have brothers who live 200 kilometers away, who are prepared leave their routine and come to help me. Thank you very much from the bottom of my heart. I fell in love with you all. I wish you a Shabbat of blessings and peace"

From there we went to Sarah’s house. Sarah is Dikla's sister-in-law and Tomer's aunt from Nahal Oz, (both of whom were brutally murdered on 7.10). We heard from Sarah what the damned terrorists did to her family from Nahal Oz, (also Hamutal's family). It was hard to hear these terrible things but so important. Sarah took the opportunity to give us a lesson in religion, but don't worry, a wave of “return to religion” among the members of Yizrael is not expected anytime soon. It was interesting for me to see how different dealing with bereavement is, among religious people.
We had a picnic lunch in a hidden wood, among spectacular carpets of anemones. We left the Moshav by a back gate, drove through the fields, and arrived at a place unknown to the general public. We were there almost alone.
From there we travelled in convoy, on a dirt road to see the flowers. Usually there would have been a traffic jam, but the flower festival had been cancelled because of the war. The recent rains made a mess of the dirt the road. The passengers who were with me in the car were enthusiastic about the beauty all around. I was focused on not driving into the hole or sinking into the mud. Arnon did a good job directing us through every obstacle without a single vehicle getting stuck. After back tracking because we could not continue without getting stuck, we connected with the main road (in short, another mini adventure, with thanks to sportiyulim!) We continued to the entrance to the memorial in the area of Kibbutz Re'im, where the ill-fated music festival took place. Our intention was to honour the memory of those murdered. Soldiers blocked our way. The entrance is dangerous, they said.
Suddenly there was the thunder of a cannon or iron dome or something else terrifying. Really close to us. My heart almost jumped out of my chest. We left the place A.S.A.P
The volunteer trip was fulfilling, exciting and interesting. An unforgettable experience. Thanks to all the organisers. Sign me up for next time please.
We returned exhausted and happy. I saw that Zohar went straight to do duty in the dining room. Where did she get the strength? A true pioneer! I fell into the armchair at home and did not move until I crawled to my bed.

New Exhibit in the Library
Anne Shirley, (Anne of Green Gables” visits the library)
Ann Shirley, a skinny red-haired girl, is waiting on the platform of the train station where she arrived from the orphanage. The girl, who was orphaned as a baby, longs for home.
In the late afternoon, when the station manager had almost left for dinner, it was time to pick her up.
The series of books beloved by generations of readers does not open with the description of the waiting of Anne, the heroine of the book, but rather with the description of Rachel Lind, whose house is located exactly where the main road turns, on the slope to the valley, where the green farm, the farm of Matti and Marilla Gutbert, is located. The descriptions of the environment, where Rachel Lind's house is located and the description of her character and her reaction to the sight of Matti, who is traveling in his carriage dressed in his best clothes and wearing a white collar at a time when he was supposed to still be working in the fields, transport the readers in a short time to Avonlea - the (invented) village located on Prince Edward Island 
Why doesn't the book open with the description of Anne's anticipation on the train platform?
In the rest of the book, the descriptions of the farm, the nature surrounding it, and the relationship with the people of Avonlea and its children are described through Anne’s eyes, who found the house she longed for on the green farm. She invents names for places in Avonlea: she calls the "Berry Pool" the "Shining Water Pool", the dirt road leading to the school she calls the "Lovers' Path" and another road the "Brick Path". The valley that blooms in spring with an abundance of purple flowers is called the "Valley of the Violets" and more.
Some of us remember the characters in the series, as they were called in the first Hebrew translation: Mrs. Rachel Lind - Marilla and Mattie Gutbert 's neighbour, Gilbert Blight, Diana and her sister Minnie and their aunt Josephine, Charlie Salon, Ruby Gillis, Jean Andrews, Paul Irving, Mr. Allen and more. And also, the places where the story takes place: Avonlea, Ghost Forest, White Sands, Charlottetown, Redmond. Younger women remember the characters by slightly different names: Mrs. Rachel Lind, Marilla and Matthew Cuthbert, Gilbert, Charlie, Minnie-May, Aunt Josephine, Paul Irving, Mr. Allen - the Reverend, and more. The places: Charlottetown, White Sands, and Redmond - which remain the same even in new translations.
The series of books written by Lucy Maud Montgomery is considered one of the most loved since it was first translated into Hebrew in 1951, by Israel Fishman. This series also became a significant factor in tourism to Prince Edward Island in Canada and a cultural phenomenon around the world: in the late seventies, an animated series was created in Japan inspired by it, which was later sold to many countries. Later, television series, films and plays were also created based on the book whose plot was written at the beginning of the twentieth century. Today, many of the girls know Anne from the Canadian series that is broadcast on Netflix worldwide. The series features African American and Native American characters that did not appear in the original books, and its name "Anne with An "E" disconnects her from the original social meaning: Anne's being an adopted child who was orphaned by her parents. It is doubtful whether the author, Lucy Maud Montgomery, would have appreciated this change, since she herself was orphaned by her mother and given by her father to her grandparents.
And today, Anne Shirley, of Green Gables, came for a short visit to the library. She brought her favourite sights with her: Marilla and Mattie at afternoon tea, the "Bright Road of Happiness" with the apple trees, the "Pool of Bright Water" and the bridge. We brought, in honour of her visit, our beautiful places here that are not always noticed, nor do we always know how to call them by a name that describes their beauty.

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Little Tips for Big Feelings - Gaya Sankar
The Golden Connection
A long time ago, in the 14th century in Japan, a bowl broke from the prestigious tea set belonging to the ruler of Japan. The expensive bowl was sent for special repair in China, but it came back ugly, held together by metal pins.
In a last attempt to save the bowl, the ruler appealed to Japanese artists to repair it. The craftsmen did glue the bowl with a special resin called Uroshi, and to beautify the cracks they painted them gold.
This is how a wonderful custom called "Kinzogi" - connecting in gold - developed.
Instead of throwing away a broken vessel, not only do they repair it, but even make it more beautiful with the help of the gold decorations, which highlight exactly where it broke. The Japanese do not repair their property in this way due to a lack of porcelain vessels, but out of choice. This is how they emphasize the beauty that grows precisely from the fracture points in our lives - the vessel is no longer complete, but it is perfect.
For years I thought my imperfections were flaws that I should hide.
Until I learned that precisely this damage is the source of my beauty and strength, precisely from it, I light up the world.
"There is nothing more whole than a broken heart," said the Rebbe from Korchak, because only when a part of us is broken, can we truly understand, truly find ourselves.
And it touches us all. We all have features that we are ashamed of, physical appearances that we think limit or exclude us, difficult events that we have experienced, things that we try to hide - some kind of constant inner desire to present a whole image.
But, think about yourself - what helped you grow the most? What actually helped you understand who you are, what your strengths are, what you want to do in life?
Many times, in the moment before the change, before the well-being, there was pain. There was damage. It was precisely that damage, that helped you discover the strengths that exist deep within you.
And as always, acceptance is the key word.
The moment we accept ourselves, as we are - accept our brokenness, our imperfection (or what we told ourselves is imperfection), the moment we agree to learn from it, develop through it, agree to present it outward in gold, we discover the deepest beauty inside us.
So, as we approach Shabbat, I put this question before you: What is your imperfection?

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English is Fun - with Rahel
STRANGE ANIMAL LAW SUITS
(In the Middle Ages, it was not unusual for animals to be put on
trial as if they could understand human laws. These lawsuits were
serious affairs.)
The plaintiff: Vineyard growers in St.-Julien, France.
The defendants: Weevils
The lawsuit: In 1545 angry growers testified to a judge that the
weevils were eating and destroying their crops. According to one
source: “Legal indictments were drawn, and the insects were
actually defended in court.”
The verdict: Since the weevils were obviously eating the crops,
they were found guilty. In 1546 a proclamation was issued by the
judge, demanding that the weevils desist – and amazingly, they
did. The farmers weren’t bothered by weevils again until 1587.
Once more the insects were put on trial; however, the outcome is
unknown.
The plaintiff: The people of Mayenne, France.
The defendant: Mosquitoes
The lawsuit: In the 1200’s a swarm of mosquitoes were indicted
as a public nuisance by the people of the town. When the bugs
failed to answer the summons, the court appointed a lawyer to act
on their behalf.
The Verdict: The lawyer did such a good job pleading their case
that the court took pity. The judge banished them, but gave them a
patch of real estate outside the town where they would be allowed
to swarm in peace “forever”.
The plaintiff: The city of Basel, Switzerland
The defendant: A rooster
The lawsuit: In 1474 the rooster was accused of being (or
helping) a sorcerer. The reason, according to the prosecutor: it had
laid eggs – and everyone knows, an egg laid by a rooster is prized
by sorcerers. On top off that, it was shown “that Satan employed
witches to hatch such eggs, from which proceeded winged
serpents most dangerous to mankind.”
The rooster’s lawyer admitted it had laid an egg, but contended
that “no injury to man or beast had resulted.” And besides, laying
an egg is an involuntary act, he said, so the law shouldn’t punish it.
The verdict: The judge refused to allow the lawyer’ argument and
declared the rooster guilty of sorcery. Both the unfortunate fowl
and the egg it had allegedly laid were burned at the stake.
