Economic Council:  (from Yossi Ba'avur)
Summing up first half of 2015, second meeting:
Maagan Eden: (presented by Doron Bichler and Idan Kedem)

· 55% occupancy; planned 63% - 69% in first half of 2014.

· Less tourists, more local Israelis.

· Income; NIS 10,500,000 – planned NIS 10,000,000.  NIS 11,000,000 in 2014.

· Rise in costs; minimum wages and new dining room expenses.

· Third quarter – very optimistic.

· Preference to invest in accommodation.

· Concept – to attract permanent guests.

Agriculture:  (presented by Peter Pezaro and Ran Mann)

· Income:  NIS 8,000,000 as planned; same for 2014.
· Loss of NIS 500,000, compared to NIS 700,000 planned; NIS 800,300 in 2014.
· Rain; 550 mm. but hail damage in field crops and almonds.

· Absorbed 550 mm. in our dams.

· New connection of water from the Kishon, allowing irrigation by gravitation -  of the entire almond area.

Dairy:

· Less profit as planned, lower costs, large increase in the price of meat.

Poultry:
· Average results; considering moving to "Off-Tov" (Bet Shean) instead of "Milo-off".

Gilboa Almonds and Olives:

· Lower results, but a rise in the market price compensated for lower yields.  The harvest went well, using, for the first time, two of our own "shakers". 

· Yield this year probably 160 tons and 75 tons at Bet Alfa.

· Trees are loaded with fruit; harvest in another month or two.

Field Crops (Horesh/Yizreel):

· Several problems bought on by nature but income lowered by minimal amount.  Most of income will be seen in third quarter.  Other kibbutzim are in contact with us concerning amalgamating in field crops and almonds.  Each year alternative crops are checked regarding economy of new crops.
Garage:
· Avner reported income of NIS 970,000 as opposed to NIS 1,073,000 in 2014. Expenses:   NIS 867,000 as opposed to NIS 1,000,000 last year.

Tamuz:

· NIS 24,000,000 as opposed to NIS 173,000,000 in 2014.

· Profit NIS 784,000; NIS 267,000 last year.

Business Fund:

· Agricultural land acquired by Maytronics for the new store; water dam for sprinklers and enlarged parking area.
Computer Service: (from Kobi  and Irit)
· We have made contact with "Ayin-Het Computers" to supply technical service for private computers on Yizreel. This is in addition to the faithful service provided by Nissim Yaakov.

· The new service will be handled by Jenny Zelas.

· The company was founded in 2004; 7 technicians and management, all chaverim of kibbutzim and moshavim; premises adjacent  to the dining room of Ein Harold Ichud, including a store room and shop.

· Professional service offered with large supply of equipment for all kinds of computers.

· Representatives will come to Yizreel weekly to collect and return repairs.

Abraham Nemeth, the founder of a system of Braille for mathematics that enabled people without sight to study and work in the field, died just short of his 95th birthday, on 2nd October, 2013.

Born blind into a Yiddish-speaking family of Hungarian Jews, he developed the Nemeth Braille Code for Mathematics and Science Notation in 1952.  (He had long before taught himself to play the piano using Braille music books.)

The Nemeth Code has undergone four revisions and is widely used today. Nemeth worked throughout his life to unify Braille transcription and to develop rules for oral transmission of mathematical texts.  After his retirement from an academic career, he spent time transcribing Hebrew liturgy into Braille and as an active supporter of the National Federation of the Blind.   

"Blind physicists and engineers, math teachers and software designers everywhere thank Dr. Nemeth and say his name daily as they run fingers across lines of complexity written in Nemeth Code.  For those who were privileged to know him, he will also be missed as a warm, funny and generous man who just happened to be blind and whose life is an example of what can be accomplished with the right blend of faith and intelligence in one truly treasured human being."
