Q, and A:
Ask the experts

Q:  How does quicksand work?

A:  Not by pulling you down.  Quicksand is nearly always found above a spring, which creates a supersaturated condition that makes the sand frictionless and unable to support weight.  In addition, quicksand is airless, which creates suction as you struggle to get free.  The most effective way to escape it is to position yourself on top of it, and "roll" out.
Q:  Why does the alphabet on a phone start on the no. 2 button rather than on the no. 1?

A:  Back when dial phones were used, a pulse or clicking sound was made whenever you dialed.  The pulses corresponded to the number dialed, so when you dialed the number 1, it sent out one click, 2 sent out two clicks and so on.  Sometimes a random clicking caused equipment to think someone was dialing a number beginning with 1, when they actually weren't.  Thus a rule was made: no phone number can start with 1.  The rule is still observed, though solely for the sake of tradition.

Q:  Why do knuckles crack?

A:  The bones of our fingers are separated by small pads of cartilage, and in between are small pockets of thick liquid.  When you bend your fingers, the bones pull away from the pads of cartilage and a vacuum forms.  As the bending continues, the vacuum bubble bursts, making the cracking sound you hear.  The process is very similar to what happens when you pull a rubber suction cap off a smooth surface.

Q:  Why do you slip on ice?

A:  Ice isn't slippery.  What makes people and things slip on ice is water.  A thin layer of ice melts when pressure is applied to it and it is this wet layer on top of the ice that is slippery.
