Yizreel Holdings Management:  (from Michal Reiss, 24th February, 2015)

· Maytronics: a Japanese company has approached Maytronics via an Israeli representative.

· New products:

1) "Algae" – No response to a proposal sent a month ago.
2) Elcom – this company has closed down.
3) Kibbutz Massada – partnership with the 610 dunam almond branch is being discussed, together with Kibbutz Bet Alfa.
4) Yizreel against the Israel Lands Authority – a court decision in November, 2015.

5) Partnership with "Dor Alon" – the Israel Lands Authority has agreed to the fuel station and the plan has been passed on to the local committee.

· Land for Industrial Use – another 14 dunam requested, 80 dunam in all.
Transport Committee:  (from Assi, 18th February)

· Gas installation: waiting for acceptance from the fire-fighting authority (presently on strike).
· Another "mule" is to be bought to be available to chaverim and branches.

· As a result of an accident the driver (female) is to attend a 'preventative driving" course; the driver refuses to do so, to be discussed at the Mazkirut.

· Decided all our vehicles can be used by chaverim and members of the Young Generation; to be reviewed in six months' time.

· "Lone Soldiers", either still serving in the army, or afterwards, can use our cars on condition that payment is received. 

Studies:

The decision concerning long term studies will be brought to the General Meeting before the list of students is drawn up for next year's studies.

In February we hosted students of the Jewish Agency, and members of the Noar HaOved V'Lomed youth movement.  We also host the Tarbut (Cultural) Movement.

The Movement room has been renovated and has become a very suitable meeting place for various groups.

A seminar for members of the "Seeds of Peace" organization, discussions between Jewish and Arab youth has just taken place.

· Those chaverim using a Shabbat timer controlling hot water, adjust according to the LOW cost and check that the time is up-to-date.

· Hot water tanks will work on electricity until the end of April, and in stages will benefit from solar energy.  From May, the hot water tank will work by solar energy only.  If the supply of hot water from solar energy is sufficient, switch off the electricity; if the supply of hot water is NOT sufficient, switch on manually for half an hour. 
DON'T FORGET TO SWITCH OFF AFTER HALF AN HOUR, OTHERWISE YOUR ELECTRICITY BILL WILL BE SKY HIGH!!
· Don't forget to clean the filters of your air-conditioner.

· Clean overhead fans and reverse their turning.
