It is suggested to renew discussion re schooling in September, 2017.

Lease of Land Contract:  (from Shimon Zelas)
Concerning land lease usually for 49 years, with the option of renewal for an additional 49 years: discussion has been going in for years and suddenly the final agreement was reached on 26th March, 2017.

The contract is valid until 2065, with the option of another 49 years, i.e. 2114.  This is of great value to Yizreel's future and for our children and grandchildren, great grandchildren and their children.

(We all thank and appreciate the years of work of many chaverim who devoted time, and energy to this matter, especially to Shimon who battled for years to reach this final, happy and amazing conclusion.)
