Plans for 2018:

· Last week a forum was held with the managers of the Community Branches in order to present their plans for the new year.  Much work and thought has gone into the new programme, and every branch presented its plans.

Jewish mother to son, aged twenty five:

I know you made it just for me.  I do appreciate that you slaved all day over a hot stove, no, don't be upset, I'll take the damn cake…
