· Winter time (Fall back Spring forward) commences on 29th October, 2017 at 2.00 a.m.  Switch all clocks back one hour.

· Those chaverim using "Shabbat clocks" timers should change the hours to between low and medium.

This shipment was the continuation of a project of donations to the Music School initiated by the late Yossi Piekarski many years ago, and has been renewed by his wife Rochelle (a.k.a. Rahel) with support from the undersigned.

A call went out to the members of the Jewish community in Sydney to donate musical instruments that were no longer in use.  The response was incredible.  Many instruments were donated, some needed some TLC and renovation, many are in excellent condition and ready for use.

The guiding light of the whole endeavor from the side of the Australians was Toby Hammerman – a wonderful person with a big heart who, with his wife Judy, was a member of our kibbutz for five years, and worked in the dairy.
