Up-date on the Yizreel Dig:

As members of the Jezreel Expedition prepare to finish the fifth season of excavation on June 30, we want to thank members of Kibbutz Yizreel for making our work possible.  

The 2017 field season began on June 2, with a group of some forty team members from all over the world.  Although archaeology students and alumni from the University of Evansville formed the core of the four-week team, we also welcomed twelve archaeology students from University College London, and participants from several other institutions in the US this year.
As in previous years, our work focused on the lower city of Jezreel – Tel Ein Yizreel – just above the spring.  In addition to excavating the entranceway to this lower city from the spring, we continue to uncover further evidence of the Early Bronze Age (ca. 3000 BC) ritual activity in an area with standing stones and evidence for food preparation.

Although we retrieved pottery from the Iron Age, Persian Period and Roman Period, most of the artifacts date to the earlier periods.  

As in previous years we are very grateful to the members of Kibbutz Yizreel for their generous hospitality and assistance with many aspects of the project.
