Transport Committee:  (from Assi, 21st June, 2015)

· A second electric golf cart will soon be acquired for use of the various branches on the kibbutz.

· Unfortunately the kibbutz cars are returned in a dirty condition.  Once again we request these vehicles to be cleaned after use; there is now a vacuum cleaner next to the Field Trip store room.  A second cleaner is being considered.

· One of our cars was recently involved in an accident; the driver explained the reason, and was warned by the committee to take more care while driving.
· The Toyota 18 is soon to be sold.  Decided to lower the cost of using the Isuzu tender.

Air conditioning in vehicles:  (from Jeremy)

Cars parked in the shade during the day with all windows closed, can absorb 400 – 800 m. of fuel gasses.  Those parked in the sun in temperatures higher than 16 d. can produce 40 times of the above amount.

Those entering cars with closed windows breathe in the fuel fumes, a poison which can affect the kidneys, the nervous system and the liver.  Even worse, it is very difficult for the body to eject this poison.

We are advised that BEFORE switching on the air conditioner to open the windows for two minutes.  It takes several minutes before the heated air will disperse.  

Do not switch on the A.C. immediately on starting the engine.  Open the windows first, start the car, and leave all windows open for at least two minutes.

We just finished a very successful third season of excavation.  As many of you know, we have been concentrating our efforts on exploring the uncultivated area just above the spring, that has proven to be a lower tel.  

This year, we opened 10 excavation squares immediately south of the spring, and two deeper trenches just on the edge of your hummus fields.  The deeper trenches revealed evidence of a 5,000 year old Early Bronze Age city two meters below the surface.  Closer to the spring, the Yizreel team excavated a building dated to the late Byzantine period that was reused by the Crusaders.  A massive wall nearly two meters thick was uncovered nearby that might prove to be a fortification wall.  

When we have analyzed our finds a bit more, we will be happy to give a lecture on our discoveries and take interested kibbutz members on a tour of our excavation areas.

Since our initial 2012 survey season, we have been grateful for the warmth and hospitality of kibbutz members.  We are delighted that so many of you have taken an active interest in the project and look forward to working with you during the coming year.

Sunday – Thursday: high 10.00 – 17.00;  medium 07.00 – 10.00; low 21.00 – 07.00

Festivals and Shabbat eve – all low

Shabbat and Festivals – low

Cost: k. per hour:  high NIS 1.00, medium NIS 0.40, low NIS 0.26

Note:  Solar heating (hot water) – heat by solar energy ONLY.  If there is not enough hot water, press the "hand" button, but don't forget to switch off after an hour and a half.

Air conditioners: switch on to no less than 22degrees; clean filters regularly; switch off when leaving the house or place of work.
