TO DORIT FINK AND FAMILY, CONDOLENCES ON THE PASSING AWAY OF GERTIE RINOT, DORIT'S MOTHER.

Last Friday, we remembered DAVID (DUDI) SILBOWITZ and NEIL FREED, who lost their lives in the Yom Kippur War, on 18th October, 1973.

”As I stand here before you, a wife, a mother of two children, Tali who was born here on Kibbutz Yizreel and Adam who was born in Australia,  and a savta of a precious grandchild. 

 

I look down into this overwhelming valley, filled with ploughed fields and kalaniot that waver in the wind.
I reminisce. 

 

A past that conjures up many memories.  However I continue to grow into myself, even at this stage of my life, and have become more and more confident in embracing the past.

The strong connections I have with this community make Eytan and I feel so welcome and I thank you all for this. 

 

Earlier this year I was invited to speak at the Yom Hazikaron ceremony held at the Israeli Embassy in Australia. While it was daunting at first, I felt that it was important to share my story, our story, Dudi’s story and Neil’s legacy, that make up the history that we are all part of.

Together with others, we wove the threads of men and women into a quilt of colourful memories.

Neil’s father was born in Lithuania and came from a religious orthodox family. 

He immigrated to South Africa in the early 1920’s.  He was a Cantor, a Hebrew scholar. Neil’s mother Rose, was born in South Africa.  She too was an observant Jewess. Neil was brought up with his brother Aubrey and sister Sandra in a traditional Jewish home.
Aubrey always said it was Neil’s history in Habonim and his desire to immigrate to Israel, that fulfilled his father’s wishes of making Aliya, and to join his 3 sisters who had come to Israel before the 2nd World War.

 

Neil and Dudu were young idealists who made Aliyah in the early 70’s with Garin Hod, to live on kibbutz Yizreel.  Like others, they played their part by contributing to the kibbutz and fulfilling their duty in Zahal.
Upon re-reading Neil’s letters which he wrote to me during his Basic Training, they were always positive and filled with aspirations for his future here in Israel.

 

Even his postcards which were written from Sinai on the 11th October, 1973 contained a longing to come home to build a future, his future. 

And I quote “…I can only hope that the war does not last too long, and I’ll be home with you soon…”  Never a negative word was written.  Through his words, one could always “read” the smile on his face.

 

Once again I thank you all for playing a part keeping the memories of Neil and Dudi alive.
In the words of Elie Wiesel:-

“WITHOUT MEMORY THERE IS NO CULTURE,

WITHOUT MEMORY THERE WOULD BE NO CIVILIZATION, 

NO SOCIETY AND FUTURE”
