THE DIGITAL LIBRARY
WHAT IS IT?    It’s a library that allows its subscribers to borrow and order reading and audio books through a digital device (computer, smart phone, tablet) at no cost.
· You can borrow up to 5 items at the same time.

· You can use one password for 3 different devices.
· Three days before the end of the lending expiry date, the App. allows you to extend the period if the book is not on a waiting list.

HOW DO YOU GET TO THE DIGITAL LIBRARY?
On the computer -  through the link or through Google – Look for “The Israeli Digital Library” .

b) Choose the name of the library, Valley of Springs Library and press “continue”.
c) Enter the reader’s number (the ID number you registered with). Press “enter”.
d) “Advanced Search” top left, allows you to limit the search to categories.
