Mazkirut Meeting:  (from Shulamit, 22nd December, 2016)

Fund for Higher Education:

Decided:

· The plan to be brought to the General Meeting for ratification.

· The plan will be included by the Kibbutz, as part of the accumulated right for all of the children of Yizreel.

Kibbutz "Co-operative Stream":

· It was noted that meetings must continue and we must be in contact with the privatized kibbutzim; to exploit the strength of pensioners in the kibbutzim, to make our "Co-operation" known and to create relevant assignments.

· Primary School: how to overcome the problem of overcrowding in classes.

· Initiating a new "democratic" primary school in the Emek.

The possibility of forming grades 1 and 2 on Yizreel, until the problem of overcrowding is solved at Emek Harod.  The general feeling is that we should seriously consider such a move.  Meetings should be held with our Regional Council.
