BONUS MONEY SPENT ON THE STRUGGLE FOR THE ENVIRONMENT
The struggle against the establishment of wind turbines in Emek Harod is very complicated. The plan is for 24 turbines to be established on the lands of Kfar Yehezkiel, Ein Harod and Geva. 
Geva voted to pull out of the deal so 19 turbines (at a height of 207 meters, the height of the Azrieli Towers) remain. 
We went to court and lost. The expenses were as follows:
Lawyers who represented us at the regional courts – 35,000 shekel. 
Losing the case expenses – 8,775 shekel
Advertising expenses and running expenses 5,000 shekel.
 Total : 48,000 shekel.
What is being planned ?
An appeal to the High Court – 45,000 shekel
Lawyers’ expenses – 20,000 shekel
Coverage of Expenses for the High Court – 30,000 shekel
