The Modern Zoo is born:
People have 'collected' exotic animas for more than 5,000 years.  Priests in ancient Egypt raised lions, tigers and other sacred animals in and around temples, and as early as 1100 B.C., China's Zhou Dynasty established what was called the "Garden of Intelligence", a 900 acre reserve filled with deer, antelope, birds, fish and other animals that were studied as well as hunted.
Exotic animals were also popular in ancient Rome, where they were collected by wealthy families and used in gladiator games.  Sometimes the lions, tigers, bulls, bears and other creatures fought each other to a bloody death for public amusement.  Other times they were pitted against Christians, heretics or condemned criminals (or if none were available, ordinary criminals.)
Sometimes the Romans even filled their coliseums with water, so gladiators in boats could hunt water animals like hippos and crocodiles.

These games were so popular – and killed so many animals – that by the time they finally came to an end in the 6th century A.D., numerous species in the Roman empire, including the elephants of North Africa, the hippopotami of Nubia, the lions of Mesopotamia and the tigers of Hycrania, had all been driven to extension.

When Rome fell in the 5th century A.D., interest in animals declined and it wasn't until the 13th century that nobles and other wealthy Europeans began collected animals on a large scale again.  They even exchanged them like trading cards.  King Frederick of Sicily was a typical collector of the era; his menagerie included hyenas, elephants, camels, lions, monkeys, cheetahs and a giraffe – and when he got tired of the giraffe, he traded it to the Sultan of Egypt for a polar bear.
The London Zoo:

In  1235, King III of England moved his grandfather's animal collection to the Tower of London.  The collection included  camels, lions, leopards and lynx – and King Louis of France contributed an elephant, the first one ever seen in Great Britain.  However the novelty eventually wore off and the animals were neglected.

Then, in 1445, Margaret of Anjou, wife of Henry VI received a lion as a wedding gift – which inspired her to have the entire Royal Menagerie – what was left of it – restored.
But when the Royal Family moved out of the Tower in the early 1700's  they left their animals behind.  That created a problem: if the Royal Family wasn't going to support the menagerie, who was?  Finally someone came up with the idea of opening the collection to the public, and charging them admission.  Price: three half pence, of if you preferred, a dog or cat to feed to the lions.
