The summary includes the steps taken to correct the problems and those steps planned for the future.







General meeting - Monday 7/18/2022
Present - 70 members

The agenda – Election of Limor Griman as head of the Education Cluster.
Racheli Arava described Limor's many attributes and her experience as an educator and an administrator, that make her ideally suited to the job.
Yifat Assaf said it was an honour that someone of Limors’ calibre would agree to taking the post. 
Nir Segal expressed the hope that Limor, as a past member of "Hanoar Haoved" youth movement, would consider the kibbutz children joining   that movement. (For which Nir too has nostalgic sentiments – Ed)
Netta Blass praised Limor's ability and said she has been very involved in our education system over the years.
(Limor was duly elected by public ballot. Congratulations Limor – Ed)
Economic Council 7/18/2022
Present: 52 members, of which 26 are council members

Agenda:
 1.  Refund to members for private construction over 90 square meters
2. Approval for construction of an additional unit in the parents housing project, (for the purpose of promoting absorption of new members)
3. Approval for construction of an additional structure for youth housing.
4. Budget approval for the completion of the western road.


Council Summary
(1)  Refund to members for private construction over 90 square metres
Shlomo Levy explained that from the understanding that the apartments belong to the kibbutz, we came to the realisation that it is wrong for the member to have to finance the basic construction of part of their house. Previously, a member participated at a cost of NIS 1,615 per square metre. If a member added only 8 square metres - he will be refunded the amount for 8 square metres. If he added 20 square metres, then he will be reimbursed for 20 square metres. There are a small number of members who paid according to a cost slightly higher than NIS 1,615, and it is proposed to refund them according to what they actually paid.
According to the in-depth calculation made by Shlomo Levy, the total amount that will be distributed to the members as refunds is NIS 3,198,374 from the housing fund. The refund will be given to members who have finished settling their account with the building management.
Barry: I think the money should be returned, but linked to the cost-of-living index
Yitzhak Peleg: In the finance committee it was decided not to link the refunds to the index. 
Explanation from Maor: Linking to the index is a method of maintaining the value of money. In order for these refunds to happen, we must keep it simple. Therefore, it was decided to return the money at nominal value.
Yitzchak: I propose to return money according to the following method: a member who enlarged up to 20 square metres at his own expense will receive a refund of 1615 times the number of metres he added. (ie nominal value)
Shimon Zelas suggests that the returned amount be linked to the index.
In the light of the fact that Shimon's and Yitzhak's proposals were not on the agenda, a point of order was voted on, on whether to return the motion to the committee for further discussion. This motion fell.
A vote was held on the committee's proposal: 
For: 26 Against: 0 
It was decided to refund from the housing fund to members who enlarged up to 110 square metres at their own expense.
The total amount of all refunds 3,198,374 NIS. 
 The refund will be given to members who have finished settling their account with the construction department.
2. Additional Housing Units in Parents’ Neighbourhood 
Shlomo Levy presented a plan for another two-family unit to be built in the parents' housing area, for the purpose of promoting absorption of new families. This is a two-story house with a size of 110 square metres, a model similar to the existing buildings. Ground floor measurements - 77 m2, first floor measurements – 33m2. This is an apartment that will allow a housing "rondo" for the purpose of promoting absorption of new families. (Eventually the houses will be used for parents of members – Ed)
The cost of the project is 1,711,200 NIS, from the housing fund sources.
Shaharabani: The presented schedule does not work. I do not believe that the construction can be finished within a year.
Shlomo replied that this is a construction without specific tenants and without special requests, so the project is expected to meet the deadlines.
Idan Zelas: It is problematic to build without a customer, because after a tenant moves in, he will ask to change things to suit him.
Shlomo Levy answered that this is a temporary house intended in the first stage, for an internal rondo for the needs of the kibbutz.
A vote was held on the proposal: 
26 in favour, 2 against
Decision: Approval is granted to proceed with the construction permit process and the construction of a two-family unit in the parents’ neighbourhood at a cost of NIS 1,711,200, from the housing fund sources.
3. Permission to build an additional housing unit for the young generation.
As presented in the assembly about a year ago, in the summer of 2023,  a housing shortage of 10 rooms is expected in the young generation accommodation. Therefore, it was approved to prepare construction plans for new buildings. At this stage, the construction administration is presenting a plan for one building, which can provide 9 rooms, two of which are reinforced rooms, one on top of the other). This is a building that will be built on the east side of the young generation housing, in front of the oak grove. 
Shlomo pointed out that the oak trees will not be damaged by the construction. (at this juncture – Ed)
This is a structure similar to the existing structures. 2 floors. Here, too, it is a rapid construction without a customer, so the schedule and cost estimate are accurate. The request is to move forward with the submission of a building permit, and to start construction as soon as it is received. The permit time is expected to be about 6 months. The construction is expected to take between 6-8 months. Project cost: NIS 2,373,300, from housing fund sources.
Erez pointed out that since the secretariat at the time wanted to plan two buildings and make a decision on whether to build one or both of them for different needs, and since the proposed building only contains 9 rooms, which also includes reinforced rooms, this does not fully meet the request of the young generation committee.
The community management requested that the planning committee present, within 3 months a plan for another building in addition to the first building.
Damian: Have other construction methods been discussed?
Erez: Several methods were considered. An option was considered to buy pre-fab or use prefab construction, in order to shorten building time, but since in any case a building permit is required, it was found that the difference in cost is not large. Since a large turnover of tenants is expected in these buildings, the proposed method is normal construction, which will last for many years.
A vote was held: 
26 in favour, 0 against.
Decision: approval is granted to proceed with the construction permit process and the construction of a 9-room building, for the young generation, at a cost of 2,373,300 NIS, from housing fund sources.
(4)  Budget approval for the completion of the Western Road
In light of the economic council's request to present an alternative to the plan including parking, the issue was returned to committee for further discussion.
 Tonight, the new data will be presented.
Shlomo Levy presented an up-to-date plan that includes the construction of the road between Emerick and Eisner houses, including pavement, lighting and about 20 parking spaces, perpendicular to the road, on the side of the rugby grove.
The cost of the entire project, including parking, is NIS 484,000
The construction manager asked the Council to approve the updated request that includes parking. Since this section of the road is part of the northern neighbourhood project, the source of funding is the housing fund.
A vote was held: 26 in favour, 0 against
Decision: An amount of 484,000 NIS from the housing fund sources is approved for the construction of the section of the road, according to the complete plan, between the houses of the Emerick and Eisner families.



Update on vehicle usage costs - July 2022
Greetings everyone,
In recent months, a number of protocols have been approved regarding the operation of vehicles and the reimbursement of travel expenses for outside workers. We would like to clarify a number of points arising from these approvals:
* Starting in July, the rate will be increased by 10 agorat per km. The change will apply to all users.
* An outside worker who uses his private vehicle to get to work is entitled to a refund of NIS 1.5 per km, subject to the approval of the Outside Workers Committee.
* A community or corporate worker, who uses his private vehicle for work purposes, is (also) entitled to a refund of NIS 1.5 per km, subject to the approval of a branch or sector manager.

Merav Navot - Social Worker and the Committee
Merav, a private social worker for the kibbutz, works with us on Thursdays. She helps both the office holders (those who hold various positions in the kibbutz), and she helps in the field of care for the individual.
An advisory committee deals only in the field of individual treatment.
Members who come to Merav - the first meeting will be at our expense, and if it is decided that Merav continues with the member for further meetings -  the charge will be according to the advisory committee protocol, that is: 250 NIS at the expense of the committee, and beyond that - at the expense of the member; Personal participation is graded later, according to the protocol that appears in Kehilanet.

I Care Very Much - To the residents of Kibbutz Yizrael
Patricia Grossman
For twenty-two years I worked in the archives of Kibbutz Yizrael. In the first years as an employee and then as a manager.
I worked with pride, love, and I did a good and responsible job, always for the benefit of the kibbutz and those seeking my service.
This week, unfortunately, I transferred the responsibility of managing the archive to Erez Peleg, the community manager.
After deliberation, I decided to give up the job I loved so much and resigned.
My decision stems from the failed, unprofessional and illogical decisions of the community manager in relation to the archive in general and as a collective institution.
Many of you know that this was not an easy decision for me. I loved the work very much and did a lot for the archive and it is a shame that due to the actions of the community manager, who decided without the possibility of discussion to bring to an end, 22 years of work.
I could not understand or agree with the "urgent" and "stressful" ultimatum to move "this week" in 4 days (on Sunday I received a message that on Thursday I must move) ... "even if not everything is ready "we have to move"... (in his words)
(Originally) I was promised by those in charge - that within 6 months the "Bonboneira" archive would be completed.
During this period, I worked in a very uncomfortable and inefficient way from home, and between boxes, in order to continue to give service to the community and maintain the archive's activity, while understanding that it was about six months of effort and for a good purpose (both a response to the needs of the kibbutz and to build a new and up-to-date archive).
We are in July 2022 and the archive is still not finished, with basic things that still need to be finished.
For about 4 months they did not work at the place on the grounds that only seemingly small things were missing, when in reality the problems are substantial (for work and safety) and when it was decided that I was to move immediately to the existing and unfinished place - the message was "It has been decided, it will happen with you or without you..." (according to the words of the community manager).
I did not agree with the blunt way in which the things were said under the guise of urgency and pressure (for a year and two months there was no pressure and suddenly because of external pressures he decides to transfer the archive within a week, even though it is not ready yet?!).
It was possible to end the affair in a completely different way and with a good feeling, at least on my part, but probably the feelings of an ordinary service provider, who works, contributes and provides the necessary information and service from the archive to members and officials, is not of interest to the decision maker.
In light of enquiries and comments (some more positive and some less) I thought it appropriate to share the details, so that I can move on...
Therefore, any request or service related to the archive, I would like you to direct from now on - to the community manager or the kibbutz secretary, Yifat Assaf.
I was happy to help and give service in the last two decades.

Yizrael Archives – Erez Peleg, Yifat Assaf, Yifat Segal
The renovation of the archive's new residence, in the lower train, was finished in good time.
The archive was designed to allow the provision of extensive archival services, including the possibility of browsing and conducting research work on site.
Now that the time has come to move the contents of the archive to our new residence, as part of the rondo process, we carried out for the purpose of evacuating the cottages, and after a construction process in which we were attentive to all her requests with patience and generosity, Patricia, the director of the archive, announced her resignation from the position.
We will not go into the details of the case, and we accept and respect Patricia's request. We thank her for her faithful and important activities, in the archive, for the past 22 years, and wish her success in finding meaning in whatever direction she turns.
We plan a new concept for the new archive, which brings with it an opportunity for change of perception to expand the place of the archive in the Yizrael community.
Requirements and expectations from the archive were formulated together with Yifat Segal, director of the culture and leisure cluster:
Vision: Making the archive a cornerstone of the leisure/culture cluster on Yizrael, a way to connect to traditions, build the collective narrative and create local pride.
Filing the materials appearing in the newsletters.
Extended and convenient opening hours, including opening once a week in the afternoon.
An available and accessible place, providing service to the entire community.
Initiatives in making archival information accessible to the public: quizzes, events from the past that are parallel to the events of the present (example: on International Women's Day, publish photos of the women of the kibbutz from the past, or: on Purim, publish photos from Purim in the kibbutz from the past...etc...)
Digitization and streamlining the system.
Working with the education system - inviting them to activities - a video, an exhibition, viewing albums...
An invitation to collect materials from the public, gladly accepting any material that arrives and then sorting it
Corridor exhibitions for the holidays, and in particular for the agricultural holidays with pictures of the past
Learning from active and thriving archives in other kibbutzim, collaborations
Initiation of a Facebook/Kehilanet page to distribute the materials.
Documenting and photographing the physical changes of the kibbutz: documentation when an old building is dismantled, or when new buildings are erected.
Collecting photographs taken by the public in those cases
Possibility of perusal and use of archival materials for conducting research 

In the coming days, the nominations committee will begin the task of locating a new manager for the archive.

From the Desk of the Yizrael Leadership 
My friends,
We would like to inform you about the long-standing conflict between the Nanikashvili family and Kibbutz Yizrael, a conflict that reached its climax with Yuval's expulsion from Kibbutz membership.
Unfortunately, since the repeat ballot held in 2015, the couple has refused to accept both the decision of the ballot and the final verdict of the Supreme Court, which stated that Yuval is not a member of Kibbutz Yizrael.
Throughout the period, the kibbutz leadership has been careful to manage the event fairly, while maintaining the family's dignity. This is how we will continue to act. This is our way, and we are proud of it.
Unfortunately, the efforts came to nothing. It takes two to tango. The family continues to refuse to accept the decisions of the kibbutz and the Supreme Court. In practice the family refuses to pay Yuval's share as a resident of the kibbutz, which includes rent, maintenance and education of the children in Kibbutz Yizrael as is customary with the other residents of the kibbutz.
The debt accumulated by the family in recent years since Yuval's status changed, has grown to a huge sum of hundreds of thousands of shekels.
As the management of the kibbutz, we cannot allow the continuation of the current situation of hosting Yuval at Zivit's house without payment, the insulting and defamation of officials and members of the kibbutz, the growing debt to the kibbutz and the deficit of "days off". All of these led the board of directors to summon Zivit to a meeting on the subject. The family's response to the summons was a letter full of slander towards Jeremy and the kibbutz, and towards friends who dared to comment on the family's response.
Over the years, the kibbutz has invested large resources in order to solve the ongoing crisis. Officials on behalf of the kibbutz and special teams appointed to negotiate and reach agreements left no stone unturned in the conversation with the couple, in the hope that they would respect the decision of the Supreme Court, and Yuval would return to the right path and conduct himself according to his status as a resident of the kibbutz, with the rights and obligations that come with this status.
We take very seriously the verbal violence, defamation and slander against kibbutz members and officials. We are sorry and feel real pain for the children of the family and for Rachel, Zivit's mother, who are forced to pay a heavy price for the struggle the family is waging on the kibbutz.
We will continue to manage the unfortunate event and will take the necessary steps with the best interests of the kibbutz and all community members in mind. We will do this with the necessary responsibility, sensitivity and determination.
We are available to you for questions on the subject, and will answer as much as possible, while maintaining the necessary discretion and the respect for the family, as always.
 As for questions from parties outside the kibbutz - we ask that any such questions or interest be directed to one of the members of the kibbutz management.
