MAZKIRUT MEETING 31/5/2020
1. Information and Miscellaneous items:
· The Power Station to be established near Yizre’el – The report by the environmental committee on this subject was discussed. It was felt that Yizre’el should actively and financially fight against this proposal. It was decided that Nachem Levin and Archie Senker would meet with the environmental committee and learn about the situation at present and see what needs to be done at this point in time and bring the information to the next mazkirut meeting.
· Regulations for Dog Owners: The committee prepared new regulations for dog owners and was about to present them to the General Meeting when the Corona Crisis forced it to be put on hold. Since there have been quite a few “incidents involving dogs” the 2015 regulations have been put in force until the new regulations are passed. 
· The pool - the question was raised as to why we need a volunteer to take temperatures at the pool when we could use the duty roster of those who usually serve in the dining room. Robin answered that this suggestion would be considered. 
2. Adding the Holdings manager to the mazkirut – It was decided to put this subject on hold. 
3. Aviva Beutler (head of the housing committee) reported that in the New Cottage neighborhood to be built, there is one apartment left to be allocated and three families who are eligible and interested in receiving it. It was decided that Yifat would speak to the three families and explain the situation. The families will be given a week to decide if they are still interested. If more than one family is interested then a lottery will be held between the families.
4. Continuation of the discussion on requests to use public buildings –  The building known as the ”lower rakevet” has to be vacated because of the plans to build the new neighborhood where the cottages are.  The question arose as to whether replacement workrooms / offices should be found for those being vacated. Also why is it that some people have the use of public buildings while others who also need a place for their work / hobbies do not? 
It was decided that a chart will be made of all the public buildings and their uses and prioritization of all the different requests. Then decisions will be made according to clear criteria. In the meantime,e the vacating of the premises used by David Mittelberg and Yaniv Shapira will be delayed by a year till the charting and criteria are complete.

ALON YIZRE’EL GAS STATION
The gas station at the entrance to the kibbutz should open during June. It will be open 24 hours a day and includes a convenience store. 
Fueling cards: There are two kinds of fueling cards.
a) Fueling cards that charge the member’s account on the kibbutz. No need for credit card or cash. Each person who has an account on the kibbutz is eligible to get a card. Every car will have its own card. No limit to the number of cars in the family. You can fill up at any Dor-Alon gas station in the country and your kibbutz account will be debited at a discount. The discount at the home station is larger. To get a fueling card charged to your account send Jeremy a copy of the car registration, the name of the person with the account and the number of the account. (Those who have done so don’t need to do it again). 
b) Discounted fueling cards not through the kibbutz account: These cards are available for those who do not have an account on the kibbutz – bnei meshek, close relatives, permanent workers on the kibbutz and in the holdings (over a year), parents whose children are in our educational framework and in the music school. The card is used by swiping the card (to get the discount) and paying by credit card or cash at the station. The card gives a discount only at our gas station. The discount is a little different to the discount through the kibbutz account. 
Cards for the convenience store at the Yizre’el gas station.
There are two kinds of discounted cards.
a) A card for those who have a kibbutz account (one per family / account) which gives a 10% discount at our gas station convenience store only. 
b) A card for those who don’t have a kibbutz account. A member can order one card of this kind and give it to a relative. In addition, permanent workers (over a year) can also receive a card, The card gives a 5% discount on purchases at the Yizre’el gas station only. Swipe the card to get the discount and then pay by credit card or cash.
