KITTY LITTER
In January, 1948, in  Cassospolis, Michigan, a woman named Kay Draper ran into trouble: the sand pile she used to fill her cat's litter box was frozen solid.  She tried ashes, but wound up with paw prints all over the house.  Sawdust didn't work either.

As it happened, her neighbours, the Lowes, sold a product called Fuller's Earth, a kiln-dried clay, that was used to soak up oil and grease spills in factories.  Ed Lowe, their 27 year-old-son, had been looking for a new market for the stuff – he'd tried unsuccessfully to sell it to local farmers as nesting material for chickens.  

On the spur of the moment, he convinced Draper that this stuff would make great cat litter.  He really had no idea if it would, but it did!

He sensed the sales potential, put some Fuller's Earth in paper bags and labelled it "Kitty Litter" with a grease pen.  Then he drove around, trying to sell it.  (Actually he gave it away at first to get people to try it.)  Once people used it, they invariably came back for more.

"The success of kitty litter enabled pet owners to keep cats inside their houses with little mess or fuss.  (let's not discuss smell)

As a result an entire industry consisting of cat food, toys, grooming products, and the like, was hatched."
Aerosol Cans:  In 1943 the U.S. Agriculture Department came up with an aerosol bug bomb.  It used liquid gas inside steel cans to help WWII soldiers fighting malaria-causing insects.  By 1947 civilians could buy bug bombs too, but they were heavy 'grenade like' things.  Two years later, Robert H. Abplanalp developed a special "seven-part leak-proof" valve that allowed him to use lightweight aluminum instead of heavy steel, creating the modern spray can.
