Who said it?  Norman Shelley

Speaking for:  Winston Churchill

What happened?

A week after the demoralizing defeat of British and French troops by Germany at Dunkirk in 1940, Prime Minister Winston Churchill made one of the most stirring radio addresses in history.

Speaking to the English public, he declared in no uncertain terms, that the British would not fold.  

"We shall fight on the beaches, we shall fight on the landing grounds, we shall fight in the fields and in the streets, we shall fight in the hills, we shall never surrender."

Historians say that this specific speech provided the morale boost that helped England summon the strength to continue the war effort, and ultimately win.

But Churchill didn't make the speech.  He was "too busy to appear on the radio", so he asked Shelley to fill in, an actor who had performed the Churchillian delivery to such a degree that few people could pick up which was Shelley's and which was Churchill's.
