Here are some interesting word origins…
AMBULNCE:

Meaning:  A specialized vehicle for transporting the injured to hospital.

Origin:  The name comes from an invention of Napoleon Bonaparte's l'hopital  amnbulant (walking hospital), a litter fitted with bandages and other first-aid equipment that served as a field hospital for wounded soldiers.  In time the litters became elaborate and mechanized, yielding first to horse drawn wagons, eventually to motorized ambulances.


TABOO:

Meaning:  A behaviour or activity that is prohibited.

Origin:  Originally a Tongan word tabu, meaning 'marked as holy'.  The first taboos were prohibitions against the use or even the mention of certain things because of religious belief that to do so would invoke the wrath of the gods.  The word gradually was extended in use to cover all sorts of prohibitions or bans based upon social convention.
BUMPKIN:

Meaning:  A loutish countryman.

Origin:  From the Dutch boomkin, small tree – hence a countryman thought to possess the tree's intelligence.

SENATE:

Meaning:  A representative body in a republic or democracy.

Origin:  Literally "a gathering of old men".  Like most cultures, ancient Roman society respected age.  In the days before the Roman Empire, tribes would gather.  The representatives from those clans were usually elders, whose experience led to wiser, more thoughtful deliberations.  When the empire flourished, the tradition of the council of elders continued.  To this day there are age requirements for the Senate.
