Mazkirut Meeting:  (from Yair, 23rd December, 2014)
Three subjects were dealt with at a special meeting:
· Higher education:  How is it possible to guide future students to choose suitable professions relevant to the needs of the kibbutz.

Decided to establish a body of members of the Mazkirut, Human Resources and the Study Committee to attempt to direct future students.

· Plans for absorption and numbers needed.
Decided to absorb 3 – 4 families yearly in order to maintain the number of chaverim with working capability.  The discussion included questions as to what family profile does Yizreel need.

· The matter of Head of the Mazkirut was thought to be unsatisfactory; one of the members of the Mazkirut to be chosen for this position.  To be discussed at the General Meeting.
General Meeting:  (29th December, 2014)
· The proposal of the Kibbutz Movement was discussed, to donate a certain amount to Keren Sela, to assist chaverim pensioners of kibbutzim which cannot pay the minimum amount needed.  For example, Kibbutz S'dot Yam (Caesar Marble Works) has donated 1% of their profit to the Fund.  

The Mazkirut was reminded that in the 70's, when times were difficult for some kibbutzim (including Yizreel), we were assisted financially.  It was decided to donate NIS 250,000, from our profit of 2014.

Thanks from Eitan Broshi, (Managing Director, Kibbutz Movement) and Dr. Rinat Galili (Head of Chevra and Community Kibbutz Movement) for our significant donation.

The following chaverim were voted onto various committees:
· Young Generation Committee: Meir Mishali (continuing), Nofar Elul (continuing), Gazit Baran-Levi, Ilan Sadur, Avi Levi (observer), Shachaf Halevi (observer), and one chaver to be added at a later date.

Human Resources Committee: Hila Alterlevi (continuing), Amir Darom, Noa Armoza.

Absorption Committee: Neta Ratzin-Blass.

· Special Needs Fund:  Changes and suggestions were discussed; Yair will present the final decision at a future meeting.
