Holocaust Memorial:

This week, on Wednesday, 14th April, at 19.15 sharp in the moadon.  Children up to the sixth grade have to come with parents.

Economic Council:  (by Yossi Baavur, 30th March, 2015)

"Maagan Eden" 2014:  
Ilan Eden and Doron Bichter of Kibbutz Maagen, represented "Maagan-Eden"; they presented the results of 2014 – 65% occupancy (74% in 2013).  Income lower than the initial plan, but profit was higher.

Money was invested to improve the dining room and kitchen; dining room opened, as planned, in March 2014.
The 2015 budget was passed and will be presented at the next meeting.
2015:
It is planned to increase the number of guests, and control further investments.  The section belonging to Yizreel includes the area and real property of the vacation resort.  The dining room at the resort is for guests only.  Chaverim of Yizreel are invited to visit Maagan Eden – the doors are open!

Agriculture: 

Peter explained the structure of our agriculture holdings, including the   participation of Kibbutzim Kfar HaChoresh, Merchavia and Bet Alfa.

Field crops Horesh-Yizreel included Yizreel (35%), Kfar HaChoresh (30%) and Merchavia (35%).  All income and expenses are carried out in one account.  The division of profits is worked out according to the acreage of each kibbutz.

Gilboa Almonds includes Yizreel (63%) and Bet Alfa (37%).

The Olive Branch belongs to Yizreel alone.

The expenses of the partnership are divided equally among the partners, excepting for water.  The profits are divided according to the relative yield of each kibbutz.

Peter and Ran presented the results of 2014 and plans for 2015 of all the agricultural branches.

2014 income: 10% more than planned; profit 7% more than planned.

· Dairy – a good year, profits according to budget.

· Field crops – a good year, with more profit than planned.

· Almonds – low yields, especially at Bet Alfa.

· Poultry – improvement both economically and professionally, but a problem with strikes at the Milo-off slaughter house.

· Olive branch – record yields – 340 k. of oil per dunam, income more than planned, close to NIS 1,000,000.
· Water: Minimal water in the dams because of the 2013, 2014 drought.

Agricultural loan lowered by NIS 750,000.
· Increase of standards and management by heads of branches and workers.

· More partners have joined the Gilboa Almonds Branch.

Michal Reiss praised the agricultural branches and wished them continued economic success in the future.

Transport Branch:  (from Dotan, 29th March, 2015)

1. Use of the new electric 'mule' NIS 4 for all – to be checked in six months.  Those using it must have a drivers' license and must be over the age of 17.

2. With regard to the chavera involved in an accident and refusing to accept the decision of the committee for her to participate in the accident prevention course, it was decided not to let her drive until she takes part in the course.

3. Decided to check the possibility of acquiring a new vehicle instead of the Toyota 18.

4. New young drivers until the age of 21, cannot use the big cars – all others will be available to them.  'Lone Soldiers' can use the older cars.

In Memory of Zvi Carmel:
Last Friday, a memorial was held for the late Zvi Carmeli, killed in the War of Independence, 1948, at the Yizreel Spring.  He was killed by one of the mines which had been placed there.
Zvi's family and friends, as well as chaverim and children of Yizreel, attended the memorial service.

At the time, a grove of eucalyptus trees was planted at the Spring.  On Friday, a new monument was unveiled; the old one was repaired for the occasion.  The Jewish National Fund also assisted in the repair and added a plaque "Zvi's Grove".  The plaque told his story.  
This ceremony took place exactly 67 years after he was killed.
Daniel Harpaz told of the battle there, others told of his life, prayers were said.  The event was extremely moving.
