Subject:  NEW DARWIN AWARDS ARE HERE.

The Darwin Awards are finally out; the annual honour given to the persons who did the gene pool the biggest service by killing themselves in the most extraordinary way.
Last year's winner was the fellow who was killed by a Coke machine which toppled over on top of him as he was attempting to tip a free soda out.

This year's winner was a real rocket scientist.  Read on… and remember that each and every one is TRUE!

And the nominees were:
Semi-finalist No. 1:
