Mazkirut Meeting:  (from Shulamit, 16th November, 2015)
· Yuval Nanikashvili: the court decision was passed on to the family by Yuval's lawyer, stating that the final ballot vote agreed to the first vote.

· Community representatives on the Mazkirut: a ballot vote will be taken on the nine names presented; the five names receiving the most votes will be voted on again, to decide the three names chosen.
· New positions to be voted by ballot vote in the near future: chairperson of the General Meeting; head of the Chaverim Committee and head of the Educational Council.  Names to be presented to the Nominations Committee.

· The new insurance was established by the kibbutz, not Cellcom; cost of NIS 10 monthly for 'simple' phones, NIS 25 for smartphones.
· A new Committee – with an eye to the future will consist of: Head of the Planning Committee, Mazkir/a, Community Head, Head of Building Management, Settlement Planning, Landscape architect, two Community members and three representatives from the Planning Committee.
Names for the various members to be given to Kobi.

· Work costs: Decided to introduce cost of community chaverim using the following scale: temporary work NIS 30 hourly; professional work NIS 40 hourly, branch management NIS 50 hourly.

News from the Kitchen/Dining Room:  (from Assi)
Steps taken as a result of the survey taken several months ago:
· Cleanliness and order:  increase in number the of staff involved.
The lobby and upstairs entrance have been painted.
We have contacted the Ama factory re their products.
· The serving area has been enlarged and improved.  More of the staff are in attendance and serve the food. 

· Discussed and planned: ways of setting up an area for those taking food home; in order to ease the queue at lunch.

· Being checked: hiring an expert chef to improve food to be healthier, as well as planning better and tastier food.

· Evening meals: every effort is being made to improve and vary these meals.  The economia is in contact with professionals to improve meals; planned lectures for the community.

· It is important to receive feedback (foodback?) from the community in connection with food and service.  Send suggestions, complaints via email or by using the suggestion box at the upstairs entrance to the dining room.  
· Remember: the dining room is the heart of the kibbutz and the catering staff place major importance to improvement at all times.

Building Management:  (from Monica, 10th November, 2015)

· Yossi Gat is now manager and overseer of this branch, replacing Ron Cohen.
· The Branch consists of: Yossi Gat, Rotem Hillel – secretary, Landscape Architect – David Elchanata; architect – Yoram Caspi Construction -  Amilio; General Planning – Eliav Preiss;

· Work in progress: Orosko family house should be competed within two weeks.

Arieli family house should be completed within two months.

· Sadot Five: several weeks to completion; external development to be concluded.

· Sadot Six: waiting for plans before receiving quotes; building will probably commence in March, 2016.

· The Eastern Gilboa areas to be checked and repairs made.

· Shikun Nof: enlargements still being discussed.

Projects for 2016:

· |Sadot 6: 4 – 6 apartments.

· Nof housing – 8 apartments and infrastructure.

· Treating problems in the new apartments and enlargements.

· Renovating and enlarging the late Chana Lewis' house.

· Renovating and enlarging the present house of the Ariela family.

· Renovating and enlarging some houses in the Eastern area.

The Building Management will meet monthly.  Because Rotem and family are due to receive an apartment in the Sadot area, she requests that someone else from the Management take her place on the committee to decide on which families move to these new houses.  Rotem will meet with Olga, (replacing Eli Berland) to deal with logistics, finances etc., between the buildings and the accounts.

English is Fun   -   with Rahel

"SYRIAN CONFLICT EXPLAINED:
President Assad (who is bad) is a nasty guy who got so nasty his people rebelled and the Rebels (who are good) started winning.
But then some of the Rebels turned a bit nasty and are now called Islamic State (who are definitely bad) and some continued to support democracy (who are still good).
