MAZKIRUT MEETING    31.5.2021
1. Information
· Nitzan R. Feldman as chairperson of the Mazkirut will also act as chairperson of the Management Committee of the Kibbutz.
· The Mazkirut was updated on the decision of the combined committees of the Community and the Holdings in reference to the use of money from the sale of Maytronics shares. The decision was to allocate 75% to business and 25% to the members/community.
The discussion on the subject will go through three stages: 
Stage 1 – The division of the money between the business and the    community (general + members).
Stage 2 – Discussion on the allocation of the community segment of the funds: How much for the general use and how much to the members’ accounts.
Stage 3 – Discussion on the allocation to members: How to divide the funds – equally across the board or partially equal and partially according to seniority.
Before each stage, the Mazkirut will present its recommendations. 
At the General Meeting next week, the Mazkirut will support the recommendations by the two committees (business and community) to the allocation of the funds (75% business and 25% community).
2. Summary of the Community budget – first quarter: 
A comparison was made with the first quarter of last year. It was found that there was an increase in income mainly due to the end of the lockdown. The expenditure of the Livelihood Budget was about a million shekel over the budget. Expenditure of the community was 372,000 shekel more than the income, as compared to the plan of 95,000 shekel.
There is a need to improve the information system so that we know the situation in real time not months later.  So we must modernize the system in order to work more efficiently. 
3. Structure and designation of the Livelihood Committee: 
Elad Ilan presented his proposal for the formation of the Livelihood Committee – It should consist of the  following: Head of Finances, Head of the Community, the Secretary, 3 public representatives from the Mazkirut, and 3 public representatives to be chosen by ballot. 
Maor, the Head of Finances, presented his proposals for its designation and structure: Head of Finances, Head of the Community, the Secretary and 6 public representatives to be selected by the Nominations Committee. 
After a long and serious discussion, a vote was held and Maor’s proposal  for the structure of the committee was accepted.
PROTOCOL FROM THE OUTSIDE WORKERS COMMITTEE
The Nominations Committee is working on the formation of a new committee which will be presented to the General Meeting for approval.
Peter Pezaro, Head of the Outside Workers Committee, reported that discussions with 90% of the Outside Workers (that is 84 out of 92 workers) have been held to the satisfaction of Peter and the workers.
It was decided in the next few weeks to publicize the names of the Outside Workers, their place of work, their profession and seniority at work.
Subject to be dealt with in the next meetings: vehicles and telephones.



FROM EREZ’S DESK
1. In the last few days, the Cottages Area has been evacuated and the first stage of the Rondo has been completed. The Hairdressing Salon and the Archives have been moved to temporary locations. 
           A master plan is to be made about all the public buildings, their location 
          and use. Then appropriate locations will be found for all needs.(e.g. in its 
          temporary location the Hairdressing Salon has a set of steps.)
2. Some of the projects have been delayed because we have not received permits – e.g. the cottages have not been demolished, the building of a safety room for the “Petel” children’s house, accessible bathrooms at the pool and a pavilion for the gardening branch.
3. On 9th June 2021, Maytronics is holding a convention on Yizre’el.  There will be a need to reserve parking for all the guests. On that day the main parking lot of the kibbutz and Road 2 of the Nof neighborhood  will be evacuated. From 7:30 there will be people directing the cars. The convention should be over by 14;00.
Members are asked not to park in these designated areas.
