Summary of the meeting of the community management - 19.2.2023

General:
- The community management congratulates Yishai and Michal Levy on the birth of their son. A worthy personal example by the demographic growth cluster manager 😊
- Inbal Adler stated her intention to establish a "team force", which will provide a voluntary response to various tasks, where members need assistance, and which does not require a professional. The idea is that there will be no need to pay for service, and we can help each other with various tasks (example: changing a globe (light bulb), drilling, hanging a picture, assembling a closet, tending to the garden...). Obviously, the heart of the matter will be assistance to veterans, but the intention is that everyone in the community can be helped by the volunteer team. Details later on.
1) Renovation of the northern road - this is the road from the western gate to Maytronics, which passes by the partnership house and the Gardening department to the main parking lot. The project is now required, following the needs of Maytronics to connect to the infrastructure for the new campus buildings. The project includes: laying sewerage, water and communication infrastructures, upgrading the road, adding a sidewalk on the north side an d adding street lighting.
The plan was approved by the planning committee. The project should be completed by the end of August 2023. Estimated project costs: NIS 2 million - 1 million NIS at the expense of the business fund and 1 million NIS at the expense of the infrastructure fund.
Restoration of the central asphalt path, between the Eucalyptus intersection and the upper entrance of the dining hall, and from there to The Music School circle. In the past, this road was used as an internal road and today it is mainly used for pedestrians and club cars. The current path is in disrepair and is a safety hazard. The renovation of the path will be carried out as part of a general program of upgrading the kibbutz center.
The project includes: replacing a central section of the path with interlocking stone; Infrastructure - replacement and addition of light poles, gardening - restoring the situation to its original state. The nature of the path and the type of interlocking stone were chosen by the public in a survey carried out on the kibbutz internal website. The project includes a path with a width of about 3.5 meters. The project was approved by the planning committee. Execution time - about three weeks. Estimated costs - about NIS 530,000.
1) Caravan renovation project - the caravans, in which the people doing their social service year before the army live, are very old and in very poor condition, despite the many maintenance operations that have been carried out on them in recent years. In the light of the Assembly's decision to continue the Social Service Year project, it is necessary to renovate the caravans and make them fitting residences. 
After a previous presentation to the Economic Council we were asked to check additional options, which we did. The option of building a residential building from scratch quickly was rejected, due to the large number of construction projects in the kibbutz and their high cost.
The other alternatives include: bringing in new buildings, dismantling and rebuilding the trailers where they are, as well as, purchasing and adapting outbuildings that will be vacated from Maytronics. Five alternatives were presented, as well as advantages and disadvantages of each alternative. The alternative of dismantling and rebuilding on the basis of the existing skeleton was found to be the simplest and cheapest alternative. Estimated cost of renovation of three trailers is the preferred alternative: 273’000 shekels, public buildings project.
It was decided: to recommend to the Economic Council to approve the three projects, in accordance with the presented funding sources.

(2) Residency procedure - invited: Residents committee. Arrived: Tsach Sassi, Elad Ilan, Uri Gilad
Tsach Sassi presented the procedure proposed by the team. The proposed procedure is the result of more than a year of hard work, with the aim of consolidating under one orderly procedure all existing decisions in the field of kibbutz residency, as well as updating things and adapting them to today's reality.
The discussion has not ended, and will continue at an upcoming meeting, after the team has incorporated into the procedure the ideas and trends raised at the meeting by the members of the community management.
(3) Sexual protection procedure - the late hour - the discussion of this section will take place at the next meeting.

From the interview with Mirik:
- Mirik, when did you start working in the library?
In front of me was Zivala, from Tel Mond block. It wasn't considered work; I volunteered. The library was initially in one of the shacks on the Great Lawn (the dining room area today).
The library was usually open in the evening...
A large part of the books were books that people brought from home. This was the beginning, this was the basis, and there was no separation between fiction and non-fiction...
There were no English books because there were no Anglo-Saxons then either. There were also no children's books, only adult books.
With the arrival of the Anglo-Saxons, the Garin Ginnagar, an English library was also opened, which was separate from the Hebrew library.
We moved to the bomb shelter behind Yehuda Bir's house, until one day I opened the door to enter and there was no electricity. I groped my way down and suddenly my foot got wet and it turned out there was a burst pipe or something.
Since the library was opened only once a week the shelter had filled with water until it reached a height of two-thirds of the stairs. Gili (Mirik's daughter) says to this day that among the books they saw floating on the water was a book called "The Submarine"...
The water had to be pumped out, the books had to be dried in the sun. Many of them were thrown away. Then the library moved to a place that today is the second-hand shop

At the time of writing these lines, a message was received on WhatsApp that this morning at 8:01 another earthquake occurred in Israel, northwest of Nahariya with a magnitude of 4.5.

Your checklist - which I hope includes practicing with the children, preparing some simple things in a protected area, etc., I hope you also keep the checklist in a small corner of your mind.
So what did we have this week -?
National Defibrillator day - - the device is capable of saving lives. Videos were posted on Kehilanet and I really recommend watching them 
Training was carried out at 'Beacon on the Hill' – unfortunately only a few brave people came - respect to them.
Let’s hope that you don't need it, but it is still important for you to know  that Yizrael has a number of defibrillators (perhaps the highest number in the valley!!). 
Where The Defibrillators are kept:
♡ In a closet in the current secretariat building - in front of the door of the car key cabinet
♡ Outside the upstairs dining room
♡ At the pool - in the kitchenette
♡ At the clinic and on the Club Car with Nurses
♡ In the garage
♡ Maytronics has 6 more defibrillators in different locations
And what's next: next week an earthquake drill will be held for the preschool system. The announcement will say "drill! Drill! Drill! earthquake" and it is possible (I hope) that you will see all the children of the kindergartens going out onto the lawn and the members of the standby team too will participate in the drill 
Nothing to worry about.

In a real event, you'll probably feel the ground shaking, we still don't have the ability to produce this effect...

Dog Park Procedure
Here are the rules of behavior in the dog park, as we have formulated them, Tal Habshush and myself (Zohar Asaf):
This garden was established for your dog and for you. Please keep the compound and its facilities clean and follow the instructions:
a) The use of the garden and its facilities is the sole responsibility of the dog owners.
b) The dogs can be released in the garden areas under supervision only. Do not leave a dog alone in the garden, you must stay with the dog in the garden for as long as it is there.
c)  If there is already a dog in the garden, the entrance must be coordinated with the owner of the dog – check if it is possible to bring your dog in together with the dog that is in the garden; The dogs must be supervised the entire time they are together
d)  If a fight develops between the dogs, it is advisable to put a leash on the dogs and leave the garden in order to maintain your safety. If your dog shows aggression - you must leave the garden area immediately.
e) Collect the dog's poop and throw it in the garbage can in the compound.
f) The owner must prevent the dog from digging holes, especially around the fence. If the dog digs a hole, the owner must cover it.
g Make sure that the garden gate is closed at all times.
g) At the end of the stay - the dog owners must ensure the cleanliness and order of the place.
h) Please Note! The Dog Keeping Committee is not responsible for any incident of aggression that occurs in the garden.

Fifth year of the service year activity on Yizrael
Shnat Sherut
We are in the middle of the fifth activity year of the youth doing a year of social service before the army (sinshins) on Yizrael and we wanted to tell a little about our work. We started four and a half years ago to build a volunteer system that would go from Yizrael to educational institutions in the region. The individuals involved in the project live on the kibbutz, but their volunteering takes place outside of it!
The model of the year of service on Yizrael is that the individuals work two days a week in the kibbutz branches in order to finance all the activities of the social service year - their monthly maintenance for equipment, travel and members working with them. (we have no external financial support! YIzrael provides this project with -10% of its total annual budget). In this way it is possible for our social service volunteers to go on various volunteer activities outside the kibbutz, as be ambassadors of Kibbutz Yizrael.
The main volunteer activity of this group is training children and youth in agriculture and labor, through the construction and maintenance of a vegetable garden, carpentry workshop, construction with mud and handicrafts from natural materials. 
-Connection to nature and the world of agriculture - through sprouting, planting, building flower beds and their maintenance, children and youth experience (for the first time, sometimes) the pleasure of picking vegetables that they themselves have grown.
- Strengthening abilities - working with agricultural tools and working in carpentry gives the trainees a complete set of abilities. From an initial state of lack of knowledge in working with tools, to mastering tools for proper work. For example: digging with a hoe, raking, and properly weeding the beds. Correct work with a hammer, measuring, marking and sawing correctly with a saw. Measuring, drilling and screwing with electric screwdrivers, building planters, benches and more, all on their own.
- Group work - the students lead joint work on ongoing projects in gardening and carpentry, so that each and every trainee is given a place in the activity, while strengthening 'group talk'.
-Personal training - the social service volunteers create a personal and positive relationship with all the trainees. Training based on a personal example and emphasizing the best in each trainee.
 Our volunteering places:
-The 'Yad l’hamisha elementary school, where children from Tanach settlements study - 3 hours, two days a week.
-Emek Harod Elementary School - 2 hours two days a week.
- Democratic Elementary School 'Eli Merhav' - 2 hours two days a week.
-Youth promotion (Hila project) in Geva - 2 social service volunteers, two days a week.
- Beit Ruth boarding school in Afula - two groups of 4 students on two afternoons a week.
- The elementary school for special education 'Shibolim in Gilboa' - 2 social service volunteers, once a week.
-The 'Return to Agriculture' project - construction and establishment of raised gardens for veterans throughout the council - 5 social service volunteers, once a week.
- Over 250 apprentices and trainees a year receive this good guidance!

The managers and educators at all the volunteering places testify to dedicated guidance, eye-level dialogue with the trainees, children and youth who wait with anticipation for their favorite weekly lesson/activity. The social service volunteers have become part of the landscape in the schools and educational institutions where they volunteer. Their gardens and work spaces are blooming with activity and full of vegetables and products that the children grow and build themselves.
The team includes:
 David Beutler (volunteer position) - social companion, head of the house of the commune complex, responsible for the relationship with the accompanying families, and leads the 'return to agriculture' volunteering.
- Yotam Asaf (half-time) – leads the work on the farm
- Noam Freiman-Levi (half-time) - coordination of voluntary training
- Gazit Baran-Levi (weekly meeting) - emotional support
- Nachem Levin (part-time) – management and social accompaniment
On Fridays Or Nanikshvili leads the youth work at the farm.
-We would like to thank Lidor Nanikashvili who worked with us on the farm from September to January. Lidor finished his year of service in August, and agreed to work with the Social service volunteers on the farm, helping with transportation and lending a hand in whatever was needed. We discovered (again) that Lidor has a heart of gold, sets himself up with extreme modesty for every task, - knows how to direct, to guide and give advice in their first months on Yizrael. Thank you very much and good luck in the upcoming army service!!

Pharaoh forced the Hebrew slaves to make bread without straw.  Moses led them to the Red Sea, where they made unleavened bread, which is bread make without any ingredients.  Afterwards Moses went up on Mount Cyanide to get the ten commandments.  He died before he ever reached Canada.

David was a Hebrew king skilled at playing the liar.  He fought with the Finkelsteins, a race of people who lived in Biblical times.  Solomon, one of David’s sons, had 300 wives and 700 porcupines.

Later came Job, who had one trouble after another.  Eventually he lost all his cattle and all his children and had to go live alone with his wife in the desert.

The Greeks were a highly sculptured people, and without them we wouldn’t have history.  The Greeks invented three kinds of columns – Corinthian, ironic and dorc – and built the Apocalypse.  They also had myths.  A myth is a female moth.

One myth says that the mother of Achilles dipped him in the River Stynx until he became intolerable.  Achilles appears in the Iliad, by Homer.  Homer also wrote The Oddity, in which Penelope was the last hardship that Ulysses endured on his journey.  Actually, Homer was not written by Homer, but by another man of that name.
