·  Change in decision re long term study time – a new committee consisting of Mazkirut members, representatives of the Human Resources Committee and the Studies Committee have worked out a point system with slight alterations.

·  The Studies Committee is now to be called the Vaadat Haskala, and headed by the head of the Human Resources Committee.

· Chaverim over the age of 50 and who have already studied can only further their studies if connected to earnings; such studies will not be paid for by the Studies Committee, depending on the position of the kibbutz.
