· In the meantime Omer has dealt with his debts, is working in Israel, and is interested in returning to the kibbutz as a member.

· It was explained to Noga and Omer that returning to Yizreel as a chaver will require a ballot vote with at least 60%of the votes in favour of accepting Omer Harpaz as a chaver of the kibbutz.

· Omer was born on Yizreel and has spent most of his life here.  He sees Yizreel as his home and wants to be a part of our society.
