General News:  (from Avner)

In a few days soil will be brought to the operational dam.  This will take one month, and during this period the western gate will remain open,  in order to allow trucks to enter.

Post News:  (from Ruth Mor, Nissim Yaakov, Irit Cohen)

· Items sent must include the name of the sender.

· Registered post:  write as such on the envelope/parcel and place in the outgoing post box.

· Parcels sent abroad via EMS – leave cash money, number of senders, I.D. and telephone number.

· Parcels over 2 k. in weight to an Israeli address – leave cash money.  (The cost can be found in the Israel Post site.)
· Payment: place in an envelope in the outgoing post box, write "payment"  (tashlum).

· Don't wait until the last minute.  Sometimes the computer of the postal van is not working or another postal worker is present, or the address is not suitable.

· Cash payments:  an exact amount is not necessary, the postman gives change.

· When you receive a notice in the post that an item awaits you, the registered post or parcel will be sent to you the following day (or two).  There is no way to receive information earlier.

· Registered post:  information via "parcel tracking".

· No post received on the kibbutz on Fridays or festival days.

· Postal branche in Afula:  Rav Levin St., 18 open Sunday, Tuesday and Thursday, 8.00 – 20.00;  Monday, Wednesday until 1.30, Friday 9.00 – 12.00.

· For every branch there is an option of 'booking by number' via Israel Post, without waiting in line.

· Magazines – contact Ruth Mor.

· Magazines have been missing from the postboxes recently;  it will be a sad day to have to install cameras in the post area.
