Economic Council:  (from Yossi Ba'avur 5th December, 2016))

· September, 2016: 39 chaverim work in Maytronics, with 320 hired workers.
· Agriculture: 11 chaverim, 24 hired workers

· Chaverim working off the kibbutz – 66

· Small branches – projects – 23 chaverim

· 'Service' branches. including education, 57 chaverim and 69 outside workers.

· Pensioners, disabled, maternity leave: 78 chaverim

· Students: 15 chaverim

9 months of 2016:
Maytronics:

Earnings:  NIS 82,600,000 – 5% more than planned and 10% more than 2015

Agriculture: 
Earnings: NIS 14,900,000 – 1.7% less than planned, 2% higher than 2015. 

Profit: NIS 17,000 – 98.4% less than planned, 92% less than 2015 profit; because of shortage of rain, low yields and unstable costs of the Field Crop Branch. 
Maayan Eden: 

Bookings 65% compared to a forecast of 73%, 21.5% in 2015.  Profit NIS 6,000,000 compared to NIS 5.900,000 in 2015.

NIS 193.800 transferred toYizreel in 2915; NIS 5,900,000 for 2016.

Tamuz:

Earnings:  NIS 47,100,000 – profit NIS 2,100,000  

NIS 1,000,000 transferred to the Community for rental and services.

Garage:

NIS 1,450,000 earnings, compared to NIS 1,580,000 in 2015, profit NIS 129,000 compared to NIS 186,000 in2015.
Mazkirut Meeting:  (8th December, 2016)
· Decided to bring the matter to the Community of providing money for Sudanese students studying in Uganda and wanting to visit their parents in Sudan.

    The amount donated by chaverim will be covered by the Mazkirut.  The donation
     to be given when and if the project is carried out. 

· Budget for Single Chagerim: basic budget 100%, a couple receives 200%, single chaver receives 130%.
Decided the amount that single chaverim receive to be 150% of the annual budget.
· Committee Dealing with Death, Funerals, Burials etc.:
The Mazkirut requested to know the protocol regarding the burial of family members/friends on Yizreel.  There have been many such requests over the last year.

Catering Department:

Various plans, suggestions for change, financial and social matters are being discussed.

Planned to present decisions by 31st May, 2017, or an extension of one month.  The first step is to present a questionnaire (short, some 5 – 8 questions).

From the Mazkir:  (Eitan Morag)

Last week an open meeting was held, initiated by Izzy Levitan, with other chaverim, in order to present his suggestion to the Community.  The meeting was orderly and calm, despite the fact that difficult questions dealt with social matters.  Various proposals were suggested.  All proposals, it is hoped, will uphold the fact that our co-operative life 
is maintained.
Discussions will continue this week.  All decisions will be brought to the General Meeting.
