We have acquired containers where chaverim can store belongings.  Please note that permission must be granted from the Planning Committee to erect and store these items.

Insurance:  (from Talia)

With the advent of winter, when certain damage was done by storms, please note the following:

· The kibbutz is covered for winter damage, including houses: storms, wind, snow, and floods.  Not all damage is classified as being covered by insurance.  |Nevertheless inform Talia as soon as the damage occurs.
· It is worthwhile checking your home and property regarding serious damage caused by natural events.

· Our insurance covers fire, burglaries, floods (not garden damage).  If you have an item of great value, inform Talia so that this can be checked.  Cameras, jewelry, watches, expensive musical instruments can be insured privately, at the expense of the chaver.

· Note: Cellular phones, tablets, etc. are not covered.
· A personal file will be opened for any event causing damage to items in your home; a sum of NIS 600 for participation for all items worth up to NIS 1,000 (for 2015).

· If you need specific advice, Talia will be pleased to advise you  personally.

Yizreel Holdings:  (from Michal Reiss, 19th October, 2015)
June, 2015 – present holdings NIS 265,000,000 – NIS 223,000,000 in the previous year;  investments this year for the new automatic storeroom and paving new roads.
