Prize to Kibbutz Yizreel:

….. for exemplary and valuable management

"In the 1980's Kibbutz Yizreel decided to develop industry in addition to agriculture, finding it difficult to financially support the member of the kibbutz.
The decision was finally made to establish "Maytronics" and manufacture robotic swimming pool cleaners, and "Tamuz" manufacturing electronic casing systems.

Maytronics has become a success story world wide, with shares in the Israeli stock market in Tel Aviv.

Several years ago an American company offered to take over Maytronics.  The kibbutz decided (bravely) to reject this offer and continues to develop its robot into an attractive and technologically advanced item.

Yizreel has also acquired shares in the "Maagan Eden" resort on the Kinneret.

The kibbutz also contributes to "Sela" for assistance to pensioners on kibbutzim.  Maytronics supplies dividends annually, not only to its shareholders, but also to the workers and member of the kibbutz.  Support and work is also provided to the community of "Malkishua" which treats young drug addicts.  

Maytronics also supports "Ilan" in Haifa, working with disabled sports men and women.

Kibbutz Yizreel invests in its agricultural branches.  The kibbutz is part of the "Co-operative Stream", a strong community based on kibbutz values."
For all of the above, the prize was awarded this year to Yizreel.  Yitzchak Peleg received the award; he heads the Health and Welfare Committee on Yizreel, and works part-time in Maytronics.
