Report - General Assembly – The Assepha
1a) New head of the pre-school dept.
Rachael Arava presented the nomination for the new principal of the preschool section of our Education branch, Yael Oster
Yael comes highly recommended. She made a good impression when presenting herself before the meeting. 
Yael was elected by a vote in the Kehilanet Home Site. We wish her luck.
1b) New chair- person for the newly constituted Board of Governors "Vaad Hahanalah" (formally the Mazkirut)
RachaleExplained that Jeremey is well suited to the task of running the committee. He has filled this very function on another two settlements. 
Jeremy explained how he sees his role in the organization and the new role the Board of Governors has to play in the years to come. 
Jeremy was elected in a ballot vote in Kehilanet
[bookmark: _Hlk106305337]1(c) Irit Shemesh presented the two candidates for the positions of public representatives on the newly constituted Community Management Committee. (CMC as of now - Ed) Ilana Peleg and Dalia Levitan. These positions are reserved for members of the kibbutz who hold no office but can contribute by virtue of their kibbutz experience. Ilana and Dalia were duly elected

2. Statement by David Sharabani 
David informed the assembly that, as a member of the Budget committee, he feels duty-bound to inform the kibbutz that the date decided on, as a condition for accepting the Budget, was not met and therefore, in his view, the kibbutz is operating without a budget and that has legal implications. (All the branches were obliged to table business plans by 30.5.22)
Maor refuted David's take on the events. In his view the spirit of the decision was fulfilled and even if the due date was not met, by a few days, there is no need to jump to extreme conclusions.
David added that his intention was to make sure that we stand by the budget, (not like the previous year)

The Mazkirut Report 14.6.22 (soon to be – Board of Governors. )
In February 2021, the Assepha decided on a new standard of building for the new houses - 120sqm. The other members were to be "compensated" by a future plan which included permission to enclose verandas (no specifics were decided on)
The members of the Mazkirut and the planning committee came to the conclusion that it was unrealistic to make a decision applicable to all. Each request will by weighed up on its virtues as far as renumeration is concerned, that will be discussed at a later date.
In the meantime, it was decided:
a) A member can close off his veranda at his own expense to the maximum total house size of 120 square meters including the veranda (with the permission of the planning committee).
A member can close off his veranda using fly screen at his own expense to the maximum total house size of 120 sqm including the enclosed veranda…. Flyscreening will not be included in the 120 square meters
The planning committee will publish the general regulations for the project ( in the near future – Ed)
At this stage the Mazkirut held a closing ceremony for the Mazkirut as we know it. 
Four committee members are concluding their terms of service. They received a modest gift
 Noga Harpaz and Uri Gilad are to be replaced by Ishai Levi , the head of the Youth and Absorption Cluster (Eshkol) on the new board of  Governors
Yitzchak Peleg will be replaced by Kobi Levi, the new head of the Health and Welfare  Cluster.
