MAZKIRUT MEETING    29.11.2020
1. Information:
· Racheli, Head of the Human Resources Committee, asked to get the “green light” to go ahead on a request by Maytronics to give work to the community. The logisitics can be dealt with later. The need to give a positive answer in principle is needed because Maytronics is searching for a place to give this work and it is important to us to take advantage of this opportunity for our diversified community to do productive work  - seniors, people between jobs and others.
Yifat added that this very much complies with the wishes expressed by the Seniors Committee.   
· Beutler raised the subject of roads being dug up and the dangers in them not being sealed properly. Jeremy stated this work on infra structure must be completed by the summer.
2. Insurance for Position Holders
Racheli presented the subject. There is a legal document that protects holders of positions of management against being sued for decisions made while they were in office. The Mazkiriut discussed this matter and decided the following: 
The Mazkirut on principle approves of the preparation of an indemnity document for position holders. Racheli will send this document to position holders in the Mazkirut, with explanations by the kibbutz legal advisor, defining who is included in the definition of position holders.
3. Temporary Housing for Families with 4 children.
There are 4 families with 4 children who live in temporary housing 76sqm. They live in rather crowded conditions which can not be compared with how it used to be. The amount of equipment and the way of life today is quite different to what it was in the past. During a chat with some of them, a request was made to try to find some solution to their difficulties. Of the 4 families, 2 are in line for a new permanent housing, one when the cottages are built and another in the new rugby neighborhood – both in years to come. The other 2 families have no options on the horizon of getting a bigger permanent house. The issue was discussed. It was pointed out that building an additional room was out of the question because you need a building permit which could take years. 
It was pointed out that finding a solution for these two families should not be to the detriment of families waiting to move into permanent housing. 
It was decided that the Housing Committee should come up with a solution to improve the situation of the 2 families with 4 children who have no options for bigger housing. The committee should present their recommendations to the Mazkirut within 3 weeks.
4. Request by Bnei Meshek to upgrade their “Vetek” according to the New System: Vetek is an important factor. It affects housing, your budget, future sales. Last March a few Bnei Meshek asked to be included in the system of giving Bnei Meshek of all ages 4 years of Vetek when they complete klita.. (They are talking about 9 Bnei Meshek in this situation). When they came back to the kibbutz they were given one year of vetek and by the time they became members they had 3 years of vetek. The new system gives the returning Bnei Meshek 4 years of vetek and by the time they are accepted they have 6 years of vetek. This means that if a Ben Meshek comes back after they did, he can overtake them because of his vetek. In other words they are making an appeal against a decision that talks about the future only, not retroactive. The appeal has come up now because you can only make an appeal against a General Meeting decision  a year after it was made. After a discussion it was decided to reject the appeal saying that you can’t change vetek retroactively.
From THE HUMAN RESOURCES TABLE
Erez Peleg, the Community Manager, has started work and is learning about Yizre’el, in all its spheres and all the relevent subjects being and to be discussed. For the next month and a half he will be working Mondays, Tuesdays and Thursdays and then full time.
Software for the Duty Roster: Ruth Mor has found a new software program for the duty roster that suits our needs and is at the moment implementing it for our use. Many thanks to Ruth for her dedication and her investment of time and energy in her work for us.
Movement of workers: 
1. Yarden Naor has completed her work outside and is looking for work in combination with work on the kibbutz.
2. Yasmin Matalon has completed her maternity leave and is beginning work as an assistant at the elementary school at Emek Harod.
New: As publicized in the Kehilanet, Maytronics has offered us the opportunity to do specific work for them. This is an opportunity we can not overlook. It is good for the community, employment and gives a feeling of pride and belonging. It’s not a new idea since we did something like this in the past. 
The idea is the assembly of fine components that are not too complicated to do. This project will provide employment for a varied population of the community. 
We need two basic things:
1. A member / resident who is prepared to manage the project. He / she must have some previous experience in management, basic skills in computers, good human relation skills, motivation and a willingness to start up something new and stick by it. 
2. A physical place for this operation. 
We are just at the beginning and have many aspects to cover and have made no commitments. 
Anyone interested in managing this project and willing to commit to two years of work minimum including studies of the field, participating in a wide forum with representatives of Maytronics to build the idea, then contact Raheli (even if you are debating the idea, you are welcome).
