The discussion was postponed to next week because it was found that the data presented was not accurate.

MAZKIRUT MEETING  1/3/20
1) Information
· Marked the happy events of the last Shabbat – the winning of the State rugby championship and the very successful musical evening of Shirgilboa.
· The mazkirut was informed of a letter that had come that day of a request by Asael Mor to the Regisrar of Associations to carry out an investigation of the officers and the administration of the kibbutz in the matter of the gas station. The matter was discussed at the meeting.
2) The discussion with Benny Segal as representative of the planning committee was resumed from last week in regard to building storerooms and pergolas. 
It was decided to remind people that every building in the kibbutz (storerooms, pergolas, fences, decks) must receive permission of the planning committee.
3) The planning committee, as decided by the mazkirut,  will present the guidelines for the building of fences. 
a) The committee recommends not building fences but hedges but since there are fences today these are the categories dealt with in the  guidelines.
i) Fence between one private area and another
ii) Fence between a private area and a public area
iii) Fence or safety railings in public areas
