Economic Council:  (from Ruth)

· Irit Mor presented the matter of a budget for repairing roads around the kibbutz; recommended to commence this work. 
(1)  The northern road up the stables – 390 m.

(2)  Footpaths adjacent to this road – 48 m.

(3)  Tzameret-Hod road; to be widened to 4 m. – 256 m. (road No. 4)
(4)  Tzameret-Gilboa road, No. 1, including the Lewis Canal – 192 m.
(5)   The Shimona-Blass road, No. 3, a round-about opposite the Blass home. 
(6)  The synagogue – Musical School road, No. 2, adding parking place. 

…. for a cost of NIS 1,056,000 

Recommended to commence with roads 1,2, 3, 4  (NIS 438,000 +/-)

NIS 62,000 to be set aside for unexpected costs, 7%

Reserve Fund:

Ruth Mor elected chairperson of this meeting; Aver Alterlevi elected secretary.

Jeremy presented the financial report for 2013 – accepted, and also the conditions of the Social Welfare Fund.
Walking around the Kibbutz with the Pre-School Children:  

Inbar Marom-Dekel explained the importance of taking young children for walks.  This activity enables the 'youngest generation' to know their surroundings, building, demolishing, planting and cleaning, the gardens of chaverim, the agricultural and industrial branches; seeing how things work – machinery, tractors, the dairy etc. and to meet people on the way.

The committee is working on the programme and requests the various branches to commence preparation for their 'channukiot', traditionally displayed in the lobby of the dining room.

· Closing the road between the synagogue and the air-raid shelter in use as a learning activity for drums.

· Make is easier to open barriers without causing security problems – for example to use the small black buttons…

· Erecting signposts for directions on all roads.

· Dealing with junctions of paths and road to avoid accidents.
