FROM THE COMMITTEE ON KEEPING A DOG.
In November 2020 the laws about keeping a dog were changed so our committee has reviewed the regulations regarding keeping a dog on the kibbutz.
1. If a dog which has been inoculated against rabies in the last 2 years, attacks or bites a person or an animal, it must be kept in isolation at home for 10 days. After the isolation it must wear a muzzle. 
2. If a dog that has not been inoculated against rabies, attacks or bites a person or animal, it will be sent to a council quarantine center and the costs will be on the owner. On its return it will also have to wear a muzzle.
3. If a dog attacks or bites a person or animal a second time, it will be declared a “dangerous dog” and will be sent to quarantine and then afterwards must undergo a dog training course. All expenses on the dog owner. If the dog attacks a third time it will be removed from the kibbutz.
On Saturday 12/2/21 a cat was cruelly attacked by dogs and later died. The committee met and consulted the vet. This incident involves two families and so must be dealt with carefully. 
As a result of this incident, all dog owners are asked to send a copy of  their dog’s registration to Irit Cohen or Rinat Levi in the coming week so we can have a record of the dog population on the kibbutz. The vet can provide this information.

More eponymists:
DRAKON, an  Athenian legislator, 621 B.C., drafted draconian laws, the mildest of which specified death for trivial offences, like urinating in public.
SIR ANTHONY VAN DYCK,  a court painter to Charles I, d. 1641.  His majestic paintings confer Old Master status on the pointed, neatly clipped Vandyke (beard).

DANIEL GABRIEL FAHRENHEIT, instrument maker. b. Danzig, 1686, practised his craft in Amsterdam.  He chose mercury instead of alcohol to register temperature in his thermometer, the Fahrenheit scale, with water's freezing point 32 degrees, body temperature 96 degrees, later modified to 98.6 degrees, and boiling point 212 degrees.
GUY FAWKES. Died 1606.  This York public-school boy, Catholic and soldier of fortune who plotted to dissolve parliament in flamboyant style,  inspired the November 5th festival of guys, bonfires and fireworks.
DR. JOSEPH IGNACE GUILLITON, professor of anatomy, Paris, d.1814, shockingly maligned after proposing in 1789 that decapitation, the nobility's privilege, should be mode of execution for condemned persons.  At the height of the Terror, June-July, 1794, 1,376 heads fell and to Guillotin's  horror, the dread machine was given his name.
HEINRICH RUDOLF HERTZ. B. Hamburg 1857, a physicist, who invented an electro magnetic device for measuring the frequencies of sound waves, for the Hertz, to sort out the world's maze of radio wavelengths.
PATRICK HOOLIGAN, father of an Irish family notorious in 1890's for roughing up people living in their Southwark neighbourhood.  In 1970's lunatic behaviour of hooligans disrupted soccer matches at home and abroad.  
JULES LEOTARD, a French trapeze artist, d. 1870, the unofficial patron of all gymnasts, ballet dancers, and yoga devotees, who clad in their leotards, stretchy one piece suits, find their limbs gloriously free for exercises.
CHARLES LYNCH, d. 1796, a Virginian planter and magistrate who, acting as a local Hitler, dispensed rough justice, flogging some, hanging others.  Lynch Law spread to mob law, resulting in 4,736 U.S.A. lynching, (two thirds blacks) in 1882 – 1962.
VON SACHER-MASOCH b. 1895.  This Austrian novelist created characters who perversely enjoyed self-torture of body and/or mind, masochism.
