Rabies:

Oved Nur, Head of the Gilboa Regional Council, has warned us that there has been an increase in rabies in the Gilboa area, in jackals and wild pigs which have  caused much damage in our area.

Children must be accompanied by adults while walking in this area. 

· Phone 04 6071122 if you notice suspicious animals
· Do not approach suspicious wild animals.
· Remember that jackals usually keep their distance from humans, but if they have rabies they tend to approach humans and are usually very aggressive. 

· Be sure to have your cats and dogs treated.

· If you feel that your pet has been in contact with rabies, you must contact Dr. Shai Rodrig of the local council.

· If you have contact with an animal with rabies, wash immediately with soap and running water and go to a doctor/hospital, phone 6099000; phone Oved Nur or Dr. Rodrig, 058 6650088.

· Those whose animals have not been injected against rabies should have them injected immediately between 14.00 – 15.00 at the Regional Council on Mondays or on Thursdays at a dog shelter between 14.00 – 15.00.
