General Meeting:  (from Shulamit, 7th December, 2015)

Ballot voting for community representatives to the Mazkirut:  first stage to vote for five people out of the nine candidates.

Second stage next week to vote for three names out of the five.

Economic Council:  (from Ruth, 9th December, 2015)

· Yizreel plans to go to court regarding the decision by the Israel Lands Authority; we await the final decision for the signing of the tenancy for future generations.

Results of the first nine months of 2015.

· Maytronics):  18% rise in sales as opposed to 4 – 5%.  Additional sales in the Southern Hemisphere and Europe; successful launching of the "S" line; improvement in the quality of our product which has seen a cut in sales.
The new automatic store is now in operation.

· Agriculture:  A drop in income because of climate problems; some 500,000 cubes of water filled our dams because of heavy winter rains.  

Dairy:  less results than planned.
Poultry:  average results.

Olive Grove:  satisfactory  results, 26 tons of oil, being less than last year, but a rise in prices covered the less successful crop.

Almonds:  Slightly less than last year's yield.

Field crops:  Suffered because of weather damage with affected income.

Gan Eden:  Better results this year.

New project:  "Infrastructure of Optic Fibres to our homes".
This project has commenced with 6 km. of optic fibres laid in the western side of the kibbutz.   By the 20th December this project will "arrive" at the Gilboa, Hod, and Sadot areas; following to the Upper Tzameret and the beginning of connection to Lower Tzameret.
Connection to our homes will depend mainly on difficulties of deployment of the infrastructure.  We hope to exploit the existing infrastructure with the least possible damage to gardens etc.  We ask everyone's assistance and understanding regarding the workers carrying out this project.  We hope to complete the western side by the beginning of March, 2016.

On 9/12/15 the first broadcast system should be completed and by then most of Gilboa should be working.

What will the new system give us?
It will carry all the infrastructure of communications to our homes.  The system is called "Fibre to the Home" FTTH.  Every home will have four fibers, two from the finance offices; only one will be active at present and in the future; the second reserve fibre if needed in the future.  (More information next week)

Kibbutz Schools:
There are seven kibbutz schools (two of them religious schools) and all of them appear in the list of 100% students inducted to the I.D.F.
The principal of Ein Harod School, Ilana Lustig, of Kibbutz Geva was not surprised, saying that this has been the case for the last eight years.  Our school is also listed as one with "placing stress on values", by the Ministry of Education.

Poetry:

Our chaver, Mike Sheideman, has recently published a book of his poems, "Bushfield Boyhood – a collection of poems about living and wandering".

Mike was born in Johannesburg, South Africa and raised in South Rhodesia (now Zimbabwe), reading French and English Literature at Cape Town University, before devoting himself to poetry, and joining our kibbutz.
For many years Mike served as President of "Voices – Israel", the Israeli English Poetry Association.  He has edited two books on Peace through Culture and Literature, four anthologies of poetry, and a collection of short stories entitled "Human Encounters".
