English is Fun   -   with Rahel
My body lies over the ocean…

Famous people who "lost" a body part, or two.

Albert Einstein's brain was removed when he died and is located in Lawrence, Kansas.

How it got there?  When Einstein died in April, 1955, he left a request that his friend and colleague, Dr. Harry Zimmerman, examine his brain.  It was removed and cut into 200 pieces by the pathologist, Dr. Thomas Harvey:  about 75% of the brain.  The rest he took home and stored under his sink for nearly 40 years.  At the last report, Harvey, who had lost his medical license, was looking for a research lab to take possession of Einstein's brain and preserve it for posterity.
Galileo's middle finger is in the Museum of the History of Science.

How it got there?  In 1737, when Galileo's body was being moved from a storage closet to its final resting place in the church of Santa Croce, a nobleman named Anton Francesco Gori cut off three fingers from Galileo's right hand for a souvenir.  The middle finger was eventually acquired by the Museum.
Napoleon's "Noble Organ" is in Columbia University's College of Physicians and Surgeons.

How it got there?  In 1828 Abbe Ange Paul Vignali, the priest who administered last rites to Napoleon in 1821, was murdered.  Among the souvenirs found in the priest's possession, was a tiny "unpleasant looking piece of desiccated tissue" alleged to be Napoleon's private part.

Eventually over  many years, it was sold to an urologist named John K. Latimer, for $3,000.  Dr. Latimer also owns Herman Goering's suicide capsule container, a lock of Hitler's hair, and the nooses used to hang two of the conspirators for the murder of President Lincoln, Mary Suttat and Lewis Powell.
Lord Byron's lungs are kept in a jar, somewhere in Greece.
