MAZKIRUT MEETING   2/8/2020
1. Information: Shlomo Cohen asked to bring up two topics. 
a) Some chaverim have stated that their expenditures have gone up considerably since the event of the Corona virus. The dining room is closed and although the food branch has done an excellent job in providing food, they find themselves spending more money than before on supplementing the provisions. Shlomo suggested subsidizing some of the products in the Kol Bo.
b) Shlomo suggested that with the money that we are about to allocate we should make a one time decision and decide how much money we are going to give to the chaverim and with the rest, instead of a project for the kibbutz decide to give it to projects or causes outside the kibbutz. 
The first subject of subsidizing products is on the agenda for discussion at a later date anyway. It is complicated because some people do their shopping outside the kibbutz. 
The second topic is on the agenda for discussion.
2. Social Project: Of the ten projects which were suggested, seven were accepted. Of these seven, the two with the lowest points were dropped so five suggestions were left. These were discussed and various combinations proposed. At some stage the discussion was stopped and the next item on the agenda was opened.
3. The use of the Corona grant given by the State: Many proposals were put forward. 
At the end of the meeting two proposals were put forward and voted on.
1. Should the Corona grant given by the State be donated to those who have been severely hit by the Corona crisis? (the means to be decided by a committee).  10 votes for / 1 against / 1 abstention.
2. The work bonus – From the work bonus 200,000 shekel will be allocated to the fight for the environment and the rest to be given to the chaverim. This year there will be no social projects.
10 votes for / 1 against / 1 abstention
