Kibbutz Yizreel's 40th Anniversary of the Rugby Club
1967 was the year that rugby was first played on Yizreel. That was the year when the kibbutz was host to many volunteers, who came to Israel during and after the 6-Day War.  Bernie Fink organized that game for them, and for rugby 'starved' chaverim of the kibbutz.

The match took place on a 'Rhodes" grass field, the grass used as feed for our dairy.  Bernie cut the grass for the herd, goal posts made from irrigation pipes were positioned and from that day rugby became THE game on Yizreel.

The first match took place on Kibbutz Geva, against Tel Aviv University – Steve Blass, Izzie Levitan, Bernie Fink and Shimon Zelas, all living on Yizreel, were part of our first team.  In the 70's, under the management of Louis Milner, the first league matches took place.

In order to boost the numbers and strength of Yizreel's team, we 'imported' volunteers with a rugby back ground to come to Yizreel.  Many of them had extensive rugby experience and they helped us to build up our team.  Andre Badenhorst from South Africa assisted us to change from a team, to a club.
The first time Yizreel won the new Rugby League Cup was in 1980 – 81.  We decided to commemorate this win with a "Festive Event" this year, to mark this achievement.

The Yizreel Club decided to mark the beginning of 7-a-side rugby, to organize an annual event, in memory of the late David (Dudi) Silbowitz, who was killed in the 1973 Yom Kippur War.  Dudi came to Israel from South Africa in 1971, and was very dominant in the Club.  A special trophy in his memory is presented every year at the Sevens Tournament on Yizreel, the first one held in 1974 – 75.

The gathering of past rugby players of the Yizreel team will take place on the 20th March, this year.  All those who once played for the Yizreel team are invited.  We were able to contact ex-players living in different parts of the world, and many of them are making an effort to join us on this day – from South Africa, England the U.S.A. and more.
The event will commence on Friday, 20th March, at 14.00 in the "Boykies" Club house on Yizreel's rugby field.  After the official welcome, friendly matches will take place.  In the evening, a festive meal will be held in the Yizreel clubroom, attended by all our guests, with greetings for all those who contributed to the founding of our Rugby Club.
The logistics required to celebrate this event: to find all the players from Israel and abroad and to welcome and host the players coming especially for this event.

Those coming from abroad include:  Marianne and Andre Badenhorst, Theresa Badenoorst, Coetzee Badenhorst, Giel de Kock and wife, Tim Barker, Peter Rassmussen, Ilana and Louis Milner, Tracy and Peter Lipworth, Uri Bookman, Shaul Baum and Ruth Herman.

We, the organizers, ask chaverim to receive our guests with warmth and friendship.
40+ years' existence of a kibbutz rugby club cannot be taken for granted.  During that time many volunteers from the kibbutz lent a hand in order to keep the club going.  Many players, young kibbutz-born and others gave of their talents to bring success to the Israeli League Championships, tournaments and the League Cup championships.  Many of our club's players have played for the Israeli National Team on Yizreel and abroad, with many outstanding results.

The Club plays an important role in absorbing new olim in Israel; for the younger kibbutzniks born on Yizreel, rugby was a new sport which excited them and gave them "togetherness".  The game is competitive and skillful, demanding fitness, discipline and mutual respect.
We can all be proud of the achievements of Yizreel's Rugby Club over the years, for the successes, the support of the kibbutz, and to all those who assisted to organize, support and encourage the teams.
