Mazkirut Meeting:  (27th April, 2017)

Information:

· Driving Lessons – new decisions and information in Kehilanet.
· The area which was used as offices on the second floor of Tamuz, is now the development section of Maytronics.
· The offices used by Maytronics next to the Care Home, in the future will be used by the Community.  It can be divided into eight offices.
· Damien Chickorel's parents will be moving to Yizreel within the next few weeks; they will live in the house of the late Chana Yankelowitz.
Organizational Changes:

· Location and positions: Head of Small Projects, Agricultural Manager, Lands Manager.

· Who decides on locations?  The General Meeting?

· It is important to decide on time periods for all positions, including the Agricultural Manager.  Decisions must be made regarding continuation in a position.

· Suggestion:  That certain positions e.g. Head of Small Projects, Lands and Agricultural heads have a three year period – to be passed at a General Meeting.

· Why is the position of Mazkir defined as 80% - this is a 7 x 24 position?
· There is a difference if the Mazkir is a chaver Yizreel, or from outside the kibbutz; a hired mazkir is on Yizreel four days a week but a chaver/a often requests working in his profession part-time.

· Decided to call an open meeting so that chaverim can weigh and discuss and learn the various items for the organizational changes.

A General Meeting is to take place on 18th May, at 20.30, for a general reaction on the changes in our organization.  Details in Kehilanet or at the Mazkirut.

General Meeting:  (8th May, 2017)

· Those chaverim holding shares in Maytronics must refrain from selling before 24th May, 2017.
· Financial Report introduced by Irit Mor and presented by Arnon Raz (accountant) at an open meeting of the Mazkirut.  Accepted.

· Accepted a recommendation to a change in tax payments.

· Accepted the procedure regarding donations;

1. The amounts to be listed in the relevant fund.

2. The committee dealing with the fun – Mazkir, treasurer and two kibbutz representatives.

3. This body to meet at least once every quarter.

4. Chaverim to be informed of donations at least once a year.

5. Preference to be given to donations other than money – work, materials etc.

6. Preference to use donations for connections on YIzreel.
7. Fund:  NIS 20,000 from the Living Budget + 1/3% from Community Earnings.

WHAT TO DO ABOUT SNAKES!!  (from Matthew)
1. Do not kill the snake.  Doing this causes an odour attracting other snakes.  If you see a snake phone 5040, stand still, then walk SLOWLY backwards.  The snake will be trapped and moved to another faraway spot.
2. If you want the area around your home to be snake-free, hit bushes etc. with a long stick; the snake will feel the vibrations and move away.  Snakes cannot hear but they feel the vibrations from the stick.

3. If it is very hot snakes look for a cool spot.  Therefore, keep the entry area to your home open and clear. Snakes often find a cool spot near the entrance, where cooler air flows from inside through the bottom of the door.
4. Note:  Snakes look for water to cool off (e.g. a leaking tap, cold or wet lawns, moisture from the A.C. etc.)

5. From 6.00p.m. to 9.00p.m. snakes can be seen on paths or roads – walk carefully!

6. If you see a snake inside the house TURN THE AIR CONDITIONER ON to create cold air indoors, and phone 5040.  The cold air will cause the snake to slow down and affects his movements.

7. At the end of the summer, snakes begin to search for a suitable place – a carton or box – a container with newspapers in it  - shoes  - clothes 

THEREFORE BEFORE OPENING SUCH A CONTAINER, MAKE SURE THAT THERE IS NOT A SNAKE INSIDE.
