FRUITAROM: This is a chemical factory which appears on the "red" list of dangerous factories which releases dangerous fumes and odours to the surrounding area. The factory is about to be built in a new industrial area called "Gilboa Outskirts". The Gilboa is a rural green area and "Gilboa Outskirts" is called a green industrial park. Bringing a contaminating factory to Gilboa has vast ramifications concerning the quality of life in this area and its surroundings. 
The regional council agreed to building the factory in the Hever industrial area in 2011. Then it was argued that this plant to be built near the Gilboa is different to the plant in the Haifa bay area, claiming that it is not dangerous for the people living in this area.

However, after repeated investigations the new regional council decided not to include part of the production line which proved to be dangerous in the proposed factory. But dangerous materials were still included in the production. 
1.  No regional council has been prepared to accept "Fruitarom"  in its area – this includes Emek Yizre'el, Emek Hamayanot, Tavor, Tsipori, Sagi 2000 and more.

2. In the past Fruitarom has broken the law, had damage lawsuits, and shown neglect and negligence.\

3. Fruitarom as been included in the list of "red" factories. Dangerous materials are planned to be used in the Gilboa plant.

4. There could be damage to the soil in the Gilboa region.

5. As was found in the Haifa bay area, building a chemical factory can lead to the possibility of leaks which can cause irreversible damage. 

6. Dangerous toxic material as well as bad odours can harm the quality of life in the Gilboa area. 

7. Those who will suffer are the residents and settlements in the Gilboa area. The future and our area and the health of our children cannot be bought with money or by political pressure.
For the above reasons, a public opinion poll is being undertaken in our area between
