Mazkirut Meeting:  (from Shulamit, 23rd May, 2016)
· Future of Haim's Bakery; decided to invest NIS 100,000 towards a new bakery outside the kitchen area, and to continue this branch as an internal service only.  The workers should be pensioners, but Netta Cohen will continue working with Haim for six months, in order to help move the bakery to its new premises.
