Mazkirut Meeting:  (24th November, 2017)

Planning to watch TV tonight?

RUGBY

William Webb Ellis was playing soccer at the Rugby School in Warwickshire, England, in 1823.  His team was losing so badly that he grabbed the ball (a foul - in soccer you're not allowed to touch the ball with your hands) – and started running for the opposing goal.  When he got close he drop-kicked the ball into the goal.  The score didn't count, of course, and the captain of Ellis' team was so embarrassed that after apologizing to the officials, he suspended Ellis from the team.

The tale "of that play at Rugby" circulated for years afterward, and in 1839 Arthur Pell, the star forward of the Cambridge soccer team, drew up some rules for a new game, named after the Rugby School, that legalized holding, throwing and running with the ball.  The new sport was also the direct forerunner of American football.
