We were sadden to hear of the sudden passing away of

MYRON BERNSTEIN.

He, his wife, Melanie, and friends had travelled from Australia to Hong Kong in order to board a ship for a cruise from this city.  Myron died suddenly at the hotel where they were staying.

Myron, from Sydney, Australia married Melanie from South Africa, on Yizreel, and was conscripted into the Israeli army during the Yom Kippur war in 1973.

Myron was taken prisoner by the Egyptian army and was released some two months later.  He was returned to Israel, and Yizreel, and was welcomed home by all our chaverim.  Those of us who were on the kibbutz at the time, will never forget the joy and emotion in welcoming him back.

Myron and Melanie left the kibbutz and returned to live in Australia.

Those of us who knew Myron will remember his dry sense of humour, his quiet demeanor and his modest ways.

We send our deepest sympathy to Melanie, their daughters, the Bernstein family (Myron was one of 10 children) and all their friends.
